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The following constitutes the reasons for this bill and the purposes which are sought to be
accomplished thereby:

Incarceration is now considered to be an involuntary reduction in net monthly income
for purposes of child support obligations rather than a voluntary reduction in income as it
was prior to last year’s law change.

LB 774 provides that the Department of Health and Human Services, its authorized

attorney or the county attorney will not in any case be responsible for reviewing or filing an
application to modify child support for incarcerated individuals.
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
