Summary of purpose and/or changes:

With LB 978, any appliance purchased or leased by the Department of Administrative Services under the competitive
bidding process will be energy star certified. The material administrator may exempt the purchase or lease of an energy
star certified appliance if he or she determines the cost of compliance would exceed the projected energy cost savings.

Energy star certified is defined in the bill as approval of energy usage by the United States Environmental Protection
Agency and the United States Department of Energy. The approval may be signified by the display of the energy star
label.
