LEGISLATIVE RESOLUTION 204

Introduced by Urban Affairs Committee Friend, 10, Chairperson;
Coash, 27; Cook, 13; Lathrop, 12; McGill, 26; Rogert,
16; White, 8.

PURPOSE: This study will provide the opportunity for the Urban

Affairs Committee of the Legislature to investigate and review

matters and issues arising during the interim which are within its

jurisdiction and which may be the subject of bills to be introduced

in the 2010 legislative session.

The study will involve:

(1) A review of any legislation considered by the

committee during the 2009 legislative session which failed to

advance from committee or to be adopted to determine what further

action by the committee might be warranted with regard to the

particular subjects of the individual bills;

(2) A review of problems, concerns, or legislation

proposed for introduction by senators or other parties for study,

technical discussion, or conceptual refinement before the start of

the next legislative session; and

(3) The conduct of at least one public hearing to provide

an opportunity for public comment and discussion with members of

the committee and the public on issues involving matters within the

committee’s jurisdiction.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MEMBERS OF THE ONE
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HUNDRED FIRST LEGISLATURE OF NEBRASKA, FIRST SESSION:

1. That the Urban Affairs Committee of the Legislature

shall be designated to conduct an interim study to carry out the

purposes of this resolution.

2. That the committee shall upon the conclusion of

its study make a report of its findings, together with its

recommendations, to the Legislative Council or Legislature.
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
