Summary of purpose and/or changes:
LB 98 authorizes the Department of Roads to implement a federal buyback program with local governments.  

The bill amends Sec. 39-1307 to authorize DOR, on behalf of the state, to enter into an agreement with a political
subdivision to purchase the entity's federal-aid transportation funds.  The funds may be purchased at a discount rate at
the discretion of DOR.  

Any funds purchased must be used for the construction, reconstruction, maintenance, and repair of an entity's highways,
streets, roads, or bridges and facilities, appurtenances, and structures.  

The local government is responsible for providing proof that the funds were used for such purpose.  Such proof shall be
determined by DOR.  

The bill also amends Sec. 66-4,100 to authorize funds in the Highway Cash Fund or Roads Operation Cash Fund to be
