This bill requires the Department of Health and Human Services to develop a state outreach plan to promote access to the
Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program (SNAP). The department shall partner with one or more counties or nonprofit organizations.
If HHS contracts with a nonprofit organization, the organization would be responsible for seeking funding for the development and
implementation of the outreach plan and may specify that any costs to the department associated with the award and management of
the contract or implementation or administration of the state outreach plan be paid out of private or federal funds. The department is
required to submit the state outreach plan to the U. S. Department of Agriculture on or before August 11, 2011. The department is
exempt from implementing or administering the state outreach plan but not from developing it if it does not receive private or federal
funds sufficient to cover the department’'s costs associated with the implementation of the plan including costs associated with an

increase in the caseload. The bill has the emergency clause.

The development of the state outreach plan would be done with current department resources. Implementation of the plan would
depend on whether or not there were counties or non-profit organizations that would pay for the costs associated with the plan either

through private funds for seeking federal funds.

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Explanation of Estimate:

The Department is unable to determine the cost of an outreach plan, which would be funded with private funds
and/or federal funds. Since the Department would be exempt from implementing or administering a plan if it
does not receive sufficient private or federal funds to coverall costs, there is no general fund fiscal impact to
the Department of Health and Human Services.
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
