This bill requires the Departm ent of Health and Human Services to develop a state outreach plan to prom ote access to the 
S upplem ental Nutrition Assistance Program  (SNAP). The departm ent shall partner with one or m ore counties or nonprofit organizations. 
If HHS contracts w ith a nonprofit organization, the organization would be responsible fo r seeking funding fo r the developm ent and 
im p lem entation of the outreach plan and m ay specify  that any costs to the departm ent associa ted with the award and m anagem ent of 
the contract o r im plem entation o r adm in istra tion of the state outreach plan be paid out of private o r federal funds. The departm ent is 
required to subm it the state outreach plan to the  U. S. Departm ent of Agriculture on or before August 11, 2011. The departm ent is 
exem pt from  im plem enting or adm in istering the state outreach plan but not from developing it if it does not receive private or federal 
funds su ffic ien t to cover the departm ent’s costs associa ted with the im plem entation of the plan including costs associa ted with an 
increase in the caseload. The bill has the em ergency clause.

The deve lopm ent of the sta te  outreach plan would be done with current departm ent resources. Im plem entation of the plan would 
depend on w hether or not there were counties o r non-profit organizations that would pay fo r the costs associa ted with the plan either 
through private funds fo r seeking federa l funds.

This bill, as am ended, requires the D epartm ent of Health and Human Services to create a TAN F-funded program  or policy which 
m axim izes the num ber of residents being served by the Supplem ental Nutrition A ssistance Program  (SNAP) and does not increase the 
current gross incom e elig ib ility limit. The po licy w ould include elim ination of the asset test for e lig ib ility  fo r SNAP. This requirem ent is 
only e ffective if the departm ent receives federal funds to cover the program or po licy costs. The program  or po licy is to be created on o r 
before O ctober 1, 2011.

There is no general fund im pact. The increase in c lients w ith the removal of the asset test would be sm all and can be handled w ith in 
existing agency resources. Federal TANF block grants could be used fo r other po licy o r program  activity.
