2 Revi sed Statutes of Nebraska; to change the penalty for
3 pandering; to create a task force relating to human
4 trafficking; to provide powers and duties; to require the
5 pl acenent of posters and the training certain
6 officials regarding human trafficking; and to repeal the
7 original section.

8 Be it enacted by the people of the State of Nebraska,
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Section 1. Section 28-802, Reissue Revised Statutes of
Nebraska, is anmended to read:

28-802 (1) A person commts pandering if such person

(a) Entices another person to beconme a prostitute; or

(b) Procures or harbors therein an inmate for a house of
prostitution or for any place where prostitution is practiced or
al | oned; or

(c) I nvei gl es, entices, per suades, encour ages, or
procures any person to cone into or leave this state for the purpose
of prostitution or debauchery; or

(d) Receives or gives or agrees to receive or give any
noney or other thing of value for procuring or attenpting to procure
any person to becone a prostitute or conmt an act of prostitution or
cone into this state or leave this state for the purpose of
prostitution or debauchery.

(2) Pandering is a Cass |V felony for a first offense

unl ess the person being enticed, procured, harbored, or otherw se

persuaded to becone a prostitute in violation of this section is

under the age of eighteen years, in which case pandering is a C ass

Il felony for a first offense. Pandering is a Cass |1l felony for a

second or subsequent offense

Sec. 2. (1) Atask force is hereby established within the

Nebr aska Conmi ssion on Law Enforcenent and Crininal Justice for the

purposes of investigating and studying human trafficking, the nethods

for advertising human trafficking services, and the victimzation of
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individuals coerced to participate in human trafficking.

(2) The task force shall examne the extent to which

human trafficking is prevalent in this state, the scope of efforts

being taken to prevent hunman trafficking from occurring, and the

services available to victinse of human trafficking in this state. The

task force shall also investigate the limtations upon victinms who

wish to cone forward and seek nedical attention; investigate the

potential to stop human trafficking; and investigate the potential to

pronbte recovery, to protect famlies and children who may be

profoundly inpacted by such abuse, and to save lives.

(3)(a) The Departnent of Labor shall work with the task

force to develop or select informational posters for placenent around

the state. The posters shall be in English, Spanish, and any other

| anguage deened appropriate by the task force. The posters shall

include a toll-free telephone nunber a person nmay call for

assi stance, preferably the National Human Trafficki ng Resource Center

Hot [ i ne (888)373-7888.

(b) Posters shall be placed in rest stops and strip

clubs. The task force shall work with |ocal businesses and nonprofit

entities associated with the prevention of human trafficking to

voluntarily place additional signs in high schools, postsecondary

educational institutions, gas stations, hotels, hospitals, health

care clinics, urgent care centers, airports, train stations, bus

stations, and other |ocations around the state deened appropriate by

the task force
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(4) The task force shall consist of the follow ng

nmenbers:

(a) The Attorney Ceneral or his or her designee;

(b) The executive director of the Nebraska Conm ssion on

Law Enforcenent _and Crininal Justice

(c) The Superintendent of Law Enforcenent and Public

Safety or his or her designee;

(d) The Director of Correctional Services or his or her

desi gnee;

(e) The chief of police or director of public safety of a

city of two hundred thousand inhabitants or nore;

(f) The chief of police or director of public safety of a

city of less than two hundred thousand i nhabitants;

(g) A county sheriff:

(h) A county attorney;

(i) A county conm ssioner;

(j) A mayor or city manager;

(k) A person involved with the control or prevention of

juveni |l e delinquency;

(1) A person involved with the control or prevention of

child abuse;

(M _The Commi ssioner of Education or his or her designee;

(n) The director of the Comm ssion on Lati no-Anericans or

his or her designee; and

(0) Six nenmbers, at |east three of whom shall be wonen,
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fromthe public at |arge.

(5) The CGovernor shall appoint the nenbers of the task

force listed in subdivisions (4)(e) through (1) and (o) of this

section for terns as provided in subsection (6) of this section. The

nenbership of the task force shall represent varyi ng geographi c areas

and large and small political subdivisions. One nenber from the

public at large shall be a professional representing child welfare

and one nenber of the public at large shall represent juvenile

pretrial diversion prograns.

(6) The nenbers of the task force appointed by the

CGovernor _shall serve six-year terns, except that of the nmenbers first

appoi nted, four shall serve initial two-year terns, four shall serve

initial four-year ternms, and six shall serve initial six-year terns

from January 1 next succeeding their appointnents. Thereafter, all

nenbers shall serve six-year ternms. A nenber may be reappointed at

the expiration of his or her term Any vacancy occurring otherw se

than by expiration of a term shall be filled for the bal ance of the

unexpired termin the sane manner as the original appointnent.

(7) No nenber shall serve beyond the time when he or she

holds the office, enploynent, or status by reason of which he or she

was initially eligible for appointnent. Any nenber of the task force

appointed by the Governor nmay be renpved from the task force for

cause upon notice and an opportunity to be heard at a public hearing.

One of the causes for renoval shall be absence from three reqularly

schedul ed neetings of the task force during any six-nmonth period when
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the nenber has failed to advise the task force in advance of such

neeting that he or she will be absent and stating a reason therefor

(8) The chairperson of the task force shall be desi gnated

by the Governor to serve at the pleasure of the Governor. The

chairperson shall be the chief executive officer of the task force

but may del egate such of his or her duties to other nenbers of the

task force as nay be authorized by the task force.

(9) Notwi thstanding any provision of |aw, ordinance, or

charter provision to the contrary, nenbership on the task force shal

not disqualify any nenber from holding any other public office or

enpl oyment or cause the forfeiture thereof.

(10) The nenbers of the task force shall serve on the

task force w thout conpensation, but they shall be entitled to

receive reinbursenent for any actual expenses incurred as necessary

incident to such service as provided in sections 81-1174 to 81-1177.

(11) Eleven nenbers of the task force shall constitute a

quorum for the transaction of any business or the exercise of any

power of the task force. The task force shall have the power to act

by a mpjority of the nenmbers present at any nmeeting at which a guorum

is in attendance.

(12) Al appointnents shall be made not later than thirty

days after the effective date of this act. The chairperson shall neet

with the task force not later than sixty days after the effective

date of this act.

(13) Not later than one year after the effective date of
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this act, and every July 1 and Decenber 1 thereafter, the task force

shall report to the Cderk of the Legislature the results of its

investigation and study and its recommendations, if any, together

with drafts of legislation necessary to carry its recomrendations

into effect by filing the report with the clerk

Sec. 3. (1) It is the intent of the Legislature that |aw

enf orcenent agencies, prosecutors, public defenders, judges, juvenile

detention center staff, and others involved in the juvenile justice

system and the crimnal justice system and other relevant officials

be provided nmandatory trai ning regardi ng i ssues in human trafficking.

The task force established in section 2 of this act shall work with

such agenci es, persons, and staff to develop a proper curriculum for

the training and to determ ne how the training should be provided

The deternination and acconpanying legislative recommendati ons shal

be made by Decenber 1, 2012. Such training shall focus on

(a) State and federal |aw regardi ng human traffi cking;

(b) Methods used in identifying victins of hunan

trafficking who are United States citizens and foreign nationals,

i ncl udi ng prelimnary i ntervi ew t echni ques and appropriate

questioni ng net hods;

(c) Methods for prosecuting hunman traffickers;

(d) Methods of increasing effective collaboration wth

nongover nmental organi zations and other relevant social service

organi zations in the course of investigating and prosecuting a human

trafficking case;
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(e) Methods for protecting the rights of victins of human

trafficking, taking into account the need to consider human rights

and the special needs of women and m nor victins;

(f) The necessity of treating victins  of hunan

trafficking as crinme victins rather than as crimnals; and

(g) Methods for promnpting the safety and well-being of

all victinse of human trafficking.

(2) The task force shall also seek the input and

participation of appropriate nongovernnental organizations and other

rel evant organi zations regarding the provision, preparation, and

presentation of the training called for in this section

Sec. 4.
