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Section 1. Section 2-3745, Reissue Revised Statutes of
Nebraska, is anmended to read:

2-3745 There is hereby created the Dry Bean Conmi ssion
which shall be conposed of nine nenbers, two of whom shall be
sel ected by the conmission and seven of whom shall be appointed by

the Governor. Commi ssion nenbers shall be appointed on a nonpartisan

basis. Six nmenbers shall be growers who (1) are citizens of Nebraska,
(2) are at least twenty-one years of age, (3) have actually been
engaged in growing dry beans in this state for at |east three years,
and (4) derive a substantial portion of their incone from grow ng dry
beans. Three nenbers shall be dry bean processors who have been in
business in Nebraska for at least three years, and the Director of
the University of Nebraska Panhandl e Research and Extension Center
shall be an ex officio nmenber but shall have no vote in conm ssion
mat ters.

Sec. 2. Section 2-3746, Reissue Revised Statutes of
Nebraska, is anmended to read:

shall appoint one grower nenber from each of the followi ng four

districts:

(a) District 1 which shall consist of the counties of
Si oux, Dawes, Sheridan, and Box Butte;

(b) District 2 which shall consist of the county of
Scotts Bl uff;

(c) District 3 which shall consist of the counties of
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Banner, Morrill, Kinball, Cheyenne, Garden, and Deuel; and
(d) District 4 which shall consist of the remsining
counties in which dry bean production occurs in the state.

(2) The commission shall appoint two grower nenbers to

the conm ssion, one of whomresides within district 1 or 2 who shall

represent districts 1 and 2 and one of whomresides within district 3

or 4 who shall represent districts 3 and 4. Menbers serving as

representatives of such districts on the effective date of this act

shall continue as nenbers of the conmm ssion until the end of their

terms _and until their successors are appointed and qualified and,

except as provided in section 2-3748, shall be eligible for

r eappoi nt nent .

2—(3) The three processor nenbers of the conmi ssion

shall be appointed by the Governor. Insofar as possible, the
geogr aphi c | ocati ons of such appoi nt ed nmenbers shal | be

representative of the Nebraska dry bean industry. Any processor nay

place his or her name on a candidacy list for appointnment as—an

and—for—subsegquent—appointrents—by witten notice to the conm ssion.
