Summary of purpose and/or changes:

LB 1052 would allow any licensed retailer engaged in the sale of distilled spirits to issue tasting cards to customers.
Without this change in the Liquor Control Act, a customer would be able to "run a tab,” but would be unable to have a
prepaid distilled spirits card. Current law only allows for pre-paid wine-tasting cards.
