Summary of purpose and/or changes:

LB 144 allows a candidate for a county, city, village or school district office who lost in the primary as a result of a
determination pursuant to section 32-1122 to be eligible as a write-in candidate for the same office. Section 32-1122
provides that if a recount after a primary election results in a tie, the canvassing board will decide by lot which person is
nominated.

Current law does not allow a person who lost in the primary to run in the general election for the same office, including
write-in candidacy, filing by petition, or filing a nomination. A person defeated in the primary may run in the general if
there is a vacancy on the ballot for that office.
