LB 192 requires the Auditor of Public Accounts to request information from each governing body regarding trade names,
corporate names, or other business names under which the governing body operates. The current law already requires
governing bodies to report to the auditor agreements the governing body is a party to under the Interlocal Cooperation
Act and the Joint Public Agency Act.
