5 Be it enacted by the people of the State of Nebraska,
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Section 1. Section 25-1625, Revised Statutes Cunulative
Suppl erent, 2012, is anended to read:

25-1625 (1) In each county of the State of Nebraska there
shall be a jury conmm ssi oner

(2) In counties having a population of not nore than

fi+ty—seventy-five thousand inhabitants, the clerk of the district

court shall be jury comm ssioner ex officio.
(3) In counties having a population of nore than #+Hfty

seventy-five thousand, and not nmpre than two hundred thousand

i nhabitants, the jury comm ssioner shall be a separate office in the
county governnent or the duties nay be perfornmed, when authorized by
the judges of the district court wthin such counties, by the
el ection conm ssioner. The jury comm ssioner shall receive an annua
salary of not less than twelve hundred dollars.

(4) In counties having a population in excess of two
hundred t housand i nhabitants, the judges of the district court within
such counties shall determ ne whether the clerk of the district court
will perform the duties of jury commissioner wthout additiona
conpensation or the election commissioner will be jury conm ssioner
ex officio.

(5) In all counties the necessary expenses incurred in
the performance of the duties of jury conm ssioner shall be paid by
the county board of the county out of the general fund, upon proper
clains approved by one of the district judges in the judicial

district and duly filed with the county board.
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1 (6) In all counties the jury conm ssioner shall prepare
2 and file the annual inventory statenent with the county board of the
3 county of all county personal property in his or her custody or
4 possession, as provided in sections 23-346 to 23-350.
