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1 FOR AN ACT relating to the Energency Management Act; to anend section

2 81-829.41, Reissue Revised Statutes of Nebraska; to
3 provide duties for the Nebraska Enmergency Managenent
4 Agency; to provide for certain information not to be
5 considered a public record; and to repeal the original
6 section.

7 Be it enacted by the people of the State of Nebraska,
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Section 1. Section 81-829.41, Reissue Revised Statutes of
Nebraska, is anmended to read:

81-829.41 (1) The Nebraska Energency Managenent Agency
shall be maintained in the office of the Adjutant General. The
Adj utant General shall be the director of the agency, shal
adm ni ster the Energency Managenent Act subject to the direction and
control of the Governor, and shall receive such conpensation for
these services as shall be deternmined by the Covernor. The agency
shall have an assistant director and such other professional
technical, secretarial, and clerical enployees as are necessary for
the performance of its functions.

(2) The agency shall maintain an energency operations
plan and keep it current. The plan nmay include, but need not be
l[imted to:

(a) A history of Nebraska disasters, energencies, and
civil defense energencies;

(b) An analysis of past and potential disasters,
ener genci es, and civil def ense ener genci es, i ncl udi ng an
identification of the functions and resources required to cope wth
such occurrences. The expected frequency of occurrence, along with
the severity of effect, shall indicate the priority of preparedness
efforts of the enmergency nanagenment organi zations of the state;

(c) Measures to be undertaken to acconplish damage
assessment and situation analysis, warning, direction and control

coordi nation of operating forces, energency resource managenent,
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emergency information and official instructions, comunications and
other necessary support to emergency response operations, and
coordination and ~cooperation of federal, state, | ocal , and
nongovernmental agencies so as to provide a pronpt and effective
response to disasters, energencies, and civil defense energencies to
prevent and minimze the injury and damage;

(d) The provision of relief and recovery assistance to
i ndi vi dual s, political subdivisions of the state, and state agenci es;

(e) ldentification of areas of the state particularly
vul nerabl e to disaster, energency, or civil defense energency;

(f) Reconmendations for preventive and preparedness
neasures designed to elimnate or reduce disasters, energencies, or
civil defense energencies or their inpact, including, but not Iimted
to, zoning, building, and other |and-use control, and safety neasures
for securing nobile hones or other nonpermanent or sem pernmanent
structures;

(g) Authorization and procedures for the erection or
ot her construction of tenporary works designed to protect against or
mtigate danger, danmage, or loss from fl ood, conflagration, or other
di saster, energency, or civil defense energency;

(h) Assistance in designing city, village, county, and
interjurisdictional enmergency operations plans;

(i) Preparation and distribution to the appropriate state
and political subdivision officials of catalogs of federal, state

and private di saster assistance prograns; and
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(j) Other necessary matters.

(3) The Nebraska Energency Managenent Agency shall take
an integral part in the developnent and revision of city, village
county, and interjurisdictional enmergency operations plans prepared
under section 81-829.46. It shall enploy or otherwi se secure the
servi ces of professional and technical personnel capable of providing
expert assistance to political subdivisions and to city, village,
county, and interjurisdictional energency nanagenment organizations.
Such personnel shall consult with such political subdivisions and
organi zations on a regularly scheduled basis and shall nake field
exam nations of the areas, circunstances, and conditions to which
particular city, village, county, and interjurisdictional energency
operations plans are intended to apply and may suggest or require
revi si ons.

(4) In preparing and revising the Nebraska energency
operations plans, the agency shall seek the advice and assistance of
other agencies of governnent and the private sector. |In advising
city, village, county, and interjurisdictional energency nanagenent
organi zations, the Nebraska Enmergency Managenment Agency shall
encourage themto al so seek advice fromthese sources.

(5) The Nebraska energency operations plans or any part
t hereof may be incorporated in rules or regulations of the agency.

(6) The agency shall:

(a) Determne the requirenents of the state and its

political subdivisions for basic necessities such as food, clothing,

and shelter in wvarious disaster, energency, or civil defense
energency situations;

(b) Procure and pre-position energency supplies,
materi al s, and equi pnent;

(c) Adopt and pronulgate rules and regulations setting
out standards and requirenents for city, village, county, and
interjurisdictional emergency operations plans;

(d) Periodically review city, village, county, and
interjurisdictional enmergency operations plans;

(e) Provide for state energency response teans;

(f) Establish and operate or assist |ocal governnents,
their energency nanagenent organizations, and interjurisdictiona
enmer gency nmanagenent organizations in establishing and operating
trai ni ng progranms and prograns of public information;

(g) Make surveys of such industries, resources, and
facilities, both public and private, wthin the state as are
necessary to carry out the purposes of the Energency Managenent Act;

(h) Plan and nmake arrangenents for the availability and
use of any private facilities, services, and property and, if
necessary and if in fact used, provide for paynment for use under
terns and conditions agreed upon

(i) Establish a register of persons with training and
skills inportant in disaster prevention, mitigation, preparedness,
response, and recovery and energency managenent;

(j) Establish a register of nobile and construction
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ener gency;

(k) Prepare for issuance by the Governor proclamations,
orders, rules, and regulations as are necessary or appropriate in
coping with disasters, energencies, and civil defense emnergencies;

(1) Cooperate with the federal government and any public
or private agency or entity in achieving any purpose of the act and
in inmplementing programs for disaster prevention, mitigation,
prepar edness, response, and recovery and emergency nanagenent;

(m Coordinate state energency response as directed by
t he Covernor; and

(n) Cooperate with other energency nmnagenent agencies

and public agencies in the developnent of energency nmnagenent

registries which include persons with special needs and the fanilies

of such persons for purposes of planning for assistance for such

persons and their famlies before, during, and after a disaster or

ot her _energency. Information obtained by energency manhagenent

agencies or other public agencies for such purposes shall not be

consi dered a public record under section 84-712.01; and

H—(0) Do other things necessary, incidental, or
appropriate for the inplenentation of the act.
