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Commi ttee: Natural Resources

A BILL
FOR AN ACT relating to natural resources districts; to amend section
2-3219, Reissue Revised Statutes of Nebraska; to require
notice for subconmmittee neetings; and to repeal the
original section.

Be it enacted by the people of the State of Nebraska,
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Section 1. Section 2-3219, Reissue Revised Statutes of
Nebraska, is anmended to read:

2-3219 (1) The board shall hold regularly schedul ed
nonthly nmeetings. A majority of the voting nenbers of the board shall
constitute a quorum and the concurrence of a majority of a quorum
shall be sufficient to take action and make determinations. Wthin
ninety days after the creation of any natural resources district, the
board thereof shall, by appropriate rules and regul ations, designate
the regular tine and place such neetings are to be held. At the first
neeting of each year, the board shall review its program for the
preceding year and outline its plans for the following year. At the
first regularly scheduled neeting after the conpletion of the yearly
audit required by section 2-3223, it shall present a report of the
financial condition of the district and open discussion relevant to
the sanme. Notice shall be given of all board neetings pursuant to
section 84-1411.

(2) The boards of directors of the natural resources
districts within each river basin shall nmeet jointly at least twice a
year at such tines and places as nay be nmutually agreed upon for the
pur pose of receiving and coordinating their efforts for the maxi mum
benefit of the basin.

(3) Any neeting of a subconmittee created by a board

shall be open to the public and notice shall be given pursuant to

section 84-1411.
