LB 1073 adopts the Honor and Remember flag as an official symbol of the state of Nebraska.  The bill describes the
specifications for such a flag.  The bill also states that the flag may be displayed on any day, including Armed Forces
Day, Memorial Day, Gold Star Mother's Day, Veterans Day, and any other date on which a resident of the state dies
while serving on active duty in the armed forces of the United States.
