Summary of purpose and/or changes:

LB 704 would make a series of technical changes to the building code statutes, including:

- Clarifying that local building or construction codes must be adopted and enforced as provided under the Building
Construction Act

- Clarifying that counties and municipalities must keep a copy of their local building code available for use and
examination by the public as long as the code is in effect

- Clarifying that only counties and municipalities may adopt a local building code

- Defining "component” for purposes of the Building Construction Act

- Streamlining the process for local building code adoption, allowing counties and municipalities to either adopt the state
building code or a code that conforms generally with the state building code

- Clarifying that a prior edition of a component of the state building code does not conform generally with the state
building code

- Striking language that provides for unconstitutional delegation of legislative authority by municipalities

- Repealing duplicate language
