THE ONE HUNDRED FOURTH LEGISLATURE, FIRST SESSION. SENATORS, PLEASE
RECORD YOUR PRESENCE. ROLL CALL. WOULD THE MEMBERS PLEASE RECORD
YOUR PRESENCE. WE'LL BEGIN SHORTLY. RECORD, MR. CLERK.

SENATOR WATERMEIER: THANK YOU, MR. CLERK. FIRST ITEM ON THE AGENDA,

CLERK: MR. PRESIDENT, | HAVE SOME MESSAGES IF | MAY. MR. PRESIDENT, |
HAVE AN APPOINTMENT LETTER FROM THE GOVERNOR THAT WILL BE
REFERRED TO THE EXECUTIVE BOARD FOR REFERENCE TO STANDING
COMMITTEE FOR CONFIRMATION HEARING. I ALSO HAVE AN ATTORNEY
GENERAL'S OPINION ADDRESSED TO SENATOR RIEPE REGARDING LB619. THAT'S

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SENATOR WATERMEIER: THANK YOU, MR. CLERK. NOW PROCEED TO GENERAL
FILE.

CLERK: YES, SIR. MR. PRESIDENT, LB623, DISCUSSED YESTERDAY. (READ TITLE.)
BILL WAS CONSIDERED YESTERDAY. SENATOR NORDQUIST AND THE
TRANSPORTATION COMMITTEE PRESENTED THE BILL AND THE COMMITTEE
AMENDMENTS. THOSE WERE ADOPTED. WHEN THE LEGISLATURE LEFT THE
ISSUE, SENATOR KINTNER HAD PENDING FA63. (LEGISLATIVE JOURNAL PAGE
1567.) [LB623]

SENATOR WATERMEIER: THANK YOU, MR. CLERK. SENATOR NORDQUIST, WOULD
YOU REFRESH US ON LB623? [LB623]

SENATOR NORDQUIST: THANK YOU, MR. PRESIDENT AND MEMBERS. LB623 IS A
BILL THAT WOULD REQUIRE THE DEPARTMENT OF MOTOR VEHICLES TO
PROVIDE DRIVER'S LICENSES TO ANY INDIVIDUAL WHO HAS AUTHORIZED
DEFERRED ACTION STATUS UNDER THE REAL ID ACT. WE ARE REITERATING OUR
INTENT THAT THAT IS OUR INTENT, THAT ALL INDIVIDUALS WHO HAVE
DEFERRED ACTION CAN GET A DRIVER'S LICENSE. WE KNOW RIGHT NOW THAT
THERE ARE CATEGORIES OF INDIVIDUALS WITH DEFERRED ACTION THAT ARE
GETTING DRIVER'S LICENSES AND SOME ARE NOT. AND THAT OBVIOUSLY
CREATES A LEGAL JEOPARDY FOR THE STATE AND THAT IS WHY THERE IS
LITIGATION PENDING RIGHT NOW ON THIS ISSUE. WE DID ADOPT LANGUAGE
WORKING WITH A NUMBER OF EXPERTS IN THE FIELD YESTERDAY, MY
AMENDMENT TO THE COMMITTEE AMENDMENT. IT'S OUR BEST ATTEMPT TO
CLARIFY AND BE AS CRYSTAL CLEAR FOR THE DEPARTMENT OF MOTOR
VEHICLES. BUT | WILL MAKE THIS OFFER ON THE FLOOR: WE HAVE...MY OFFICE
HAS REACHED OUT TO THE ATTORNEY GENERAL'S OFFICE ABOUT THE
LANGUAGE AND ABOUT THIS BILL IN GENERAL, AND REALLY HAVEN'T
RECEIVED MUCH OF A RESPONSE. BUT WE STAND HERE TODAY BETWEEN NOW
AND SELECT FILE ASKING, I'LL ASK ON THE FLOOR, THE DEPARTMENT OF
MOTOR VEHICLES, THE ATTORNEY GENERAL, THE GOVERNOR'S OFFICE, WE
WILL ADOPT ANY LANGUAGE THAT WILL TECHNICALLY PUT IT IN LINE WITH
WHAT THEY WOULD PREFER IT TECHNICALLY TO BE. THE INTENT IS CLEAR
THOUGH. AND | THINK PASSING THE BILL WITH THE LANGUAGE WE HAVE
MAKES THE INTENT CRYSTAL CLEAR. AND | FIRMLY DOUBT THAT IF WE PASS
THIS LEGISLATION, AS SENATOR McCOY SUGGESTED YESTERDAY, THAT THEY
WOULD REFUSE TO IMPLEMENT IT. THE INTENT OF THE LEGISLATURE COULD
NOT BE MORE CLEAR IN MOVING FORWARD WITH LB623. THIS BILL IS ABOUT
ECONOMIC GROWTH AND OPPORTUNITY. IT'S ABOUT THE FUTURE OF
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NEBRASKA. IT'S ABOUT REMOVING BARRIERS FOR EDUCATED YOUNG
NEBRASKANS. AND THAT'S WHAT THEY ARE. THIS IS THEIR HOME. THEY HAVE
BEEN IN NEBRASKA NEARLY THEIR ENTIRE LIVES AND THEY DESERVE THE
RIGHT TO DRIVE. ON MY DRIVE HOME LAST NIGHT, | FELT A FAIR AMOUNT OF
DISCOURAGEMENT, NOT BECAUSE OF THE BILL, NOT BECAUSE OF WHERE WE
ARE WITH THE BILL, BECAUSE | FEEL VERY OPTIMISTIC ABOUT THAT, BUT
DISCOURAGED THINKING ABOUT DREAMERS, DACA RECIPIENTS, OR JUST ANY
YOUNG LATINO IN NEBRASKA SITTING, AND THERE WERE A LOT YESTERDAY,
TUNING IN TO THIS DEBATE. WE HAD OVER 200 INDIVIDUALS SHOW UP AT THE
COMMITTEE HEARING ALONE. I'M SURE THERE WERE HUNDREDS, IF NOT
THOUSANDS, WATCHING THIS DEBATE YESTERDAY AND DISCOURAGED ABOUT
THE MESSAGE THEY WERE HEARING. AND | JUST WANT TO SPEAK TO THEM FOR
A MINUTE, BECAUSE I'M AFRAID THAT THEY GOT THE WRONG PERCEPTION
MAYBE ABOUT THIS BODY. AND WE WILL SEE WHEN WE GET TO A CLOTURE
VOTE IN AN HOUR AND A HALF THAT THE RHETORIC FROM YESTERDAY DOESN'T
REPRESENT A MAJORITY VIEW IN THIS LEGISLATURE. AND TO THE DACA
RECIPIENTS, IT'S YOUR LEGISLATURE TOO. IT DOESN'T REPRESENT THE
MAJORITY VIEW OF YOUR LEGISLATURE. IT DOESN'T REPRESENT THE MAJORITY
VIEW OF YOUR STATE. | WAS DISCOURAGED THINKING ABOUT THE LANGUAGE
YESTERDAY AND HOW THEY MUST FEEL ABOUT THE STATE THAT THEY'VE
CALLED HOME THEIR ENTIRE LIVES. AND | JUST WANT TO CLARIFY FOR THEM
THAT THE MAJORITY OF THIS BODY, A SUPERMAJORITY OF THIS BODY IS GOING
TO SHOW YOU SHORTLY THAT WE WANT YOU HERE. YOU ARE A POSITIVE TO
OUR STATE. YOU KNOW, THE RHETORIC FROM YESTERDAY, IT'S A VIEW OF THE
PAST. IT'S A VIEW OF ISOLATION. IT'S A VIEW THAT WOULD, IN MY OPINION,
WEAKEN THE STATE AND WEAKEN OUR NATION'S FUTURE. BY PASSING THIS
BILL, WE WILL STRENGTHEN OUR STATE AND ALLOW OUR STATE TO KEEP OUR
EDUCATED SONS AND DAUGHTERS HERE AT HOME. A WHILE BACK | WAS AT A
LECTURE OF AN AUTHOR, HE'S A FIRST GENERATION CHINESE-AMERICAN. HIS
PARENTS IMMIGRATED FROM TAIWAN. AND ONE OF THE QUESTIONS THAT WAS
RAISED TO HIM DURING THE Q&A PORTION WAS, ARE YOU CONCERNED ABOUT
CHINA OVERTAKING THE U.S. AS A SUPER POWER? [LB623]

SENATOR WATERMEIER: ONE MINUTE. [LB623]

SENATOR NORDQUIST: AND HIS RESPONSE WAS, NO. THE GREATEST STRENGTH
OF AMERICA ISN'T OUR ECONOMY OR OUR POLITICAL SYSTEM. HE SAID, WE
MAKE CHINESE-AMERICANS; CHINA DOESN'T MAKE AMERICAN-CHINESE. WE
ACCEPT GENERATIONS OF IMMIGRANTS. IT BUILDS OUR INNOVATION. IT BUILDS
OUR ENTREPRENEURSHIP. IT STRENGTHENS OUR DIVERSITY. IT BRINGS NEW
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IDEAS TO OUR COUNTRY. AND BECAUSE OF THAT, HE SAID, | AM NOT WORRIED
ABOUT AMERICA LOSING OUT TO CHINA BECAUSE WE WILL...IF, HE SAID, IF WE
CONTINUE TO BE A TRUE MELTING POT AND ACCEPTING OF PEOPLE WITH
DIVERSITY AND DIFFERENT VIEWS, DIFFERENT NATIONALITIES, THAT'S THE
STRENGTH OF AMERICA. THAT'S THE VISION WE HAVE TO HAVE IN OUR
COUNTRY AND IN OUR STATE, AND LB623 IS A PART OF THAT--ACCEPTING
DREAMERS AND SAYING WE WANT YOU HERE BECAUSE YOU ARE AN ASSET TO
OUR STATE. THANK YOU. [LB623]

SENATOR WATERMEIER: TIME. THANK YOU, SENATOR NORDQUIST. (VISITORS
INTRODUCED.) MR. CLERK, FOR AN...I'M GOING TO RECOGNIZE SENATOR
KINTNER FOR THE AMENDMENT. WOULD YOU PLEASE REFRESH US ON THE
AMENDMENT, SENATOR KINTNER. [LB623]

SENATOR KINTNER: YES. WHAT THIS DOES IS IT STRIKES LINE 17 AND LINE 18 ON
PAGE 2. YOU KNOW WHAT? I...I LISTEN TO MY COLLEAGUES. | CLEARLY HEARD
WHAT PEOPLE WERE SAYING YESTERDAY. WHEN YOU HAVE 49 STATES DOING IT
ONE WAY, AND ONE STATE DOING IT ANOTHER WAY, CLEARLY NEBRASKA IS THE
OUTLIER. AND THERE'S SOMETHING SAID FOR THE COLLECTIVE WISDOM OF THE
BODY. | UNDERSTAND THAT. AND IT IS POWERFUL WHEN 49 STATES DO IT ONE
WAY AND ANOTHER STATE DOES IT THE OTHER WAY. SO | PROPOSE THAT WE
SCRAP THE UNICAMERAL SYSTEM AND GO TO A TWO-HOUSE PARTISAN
LEGISLATURE. IF 49 STATES ARE DOING IT THAT WAY, WHY AREN'T WE?
OBVIOUSLY THEY KNOW SOMETHING THAT WE DON'T KNOW. OBVIOUSLY
THEY'VE LOOKED AT OUR SYSTEM AND REJECTED IT, AND THEY FOUND THE
BETTER WAY TO DO IT. WHY ARE WE SO OUT OF STEP WITH THE REST OF THE
COUNTRY? IT JUST, YOU KNOW, JUST DOESN'T MAKE ANY SENSE TO ME. NOW |
THINK I HEARD YOU GUYS CORRECTLY. CORRECT ME IF I'M WRONG. PLEASE
TELL ME IF I'M WRONG. BUT | CERTAINLY HAVE HEARD WHAT YOU WERE SAYING
YESTERDAY. AND | THINK THAT...I THINK THAT WE PROBABLY NEED TO JUST
SCRAP THIS UNICAMERAL SYSTEM AND GO TO A TWO-HOUSE PARTISAN
LEGISLATURE, SO WE CAN LEGISLATE AS WELL AS THE OTHER 49 STATES. AND |
DO THINK THAT WE SOMETIMES THINK WE'RE ISOLATED AND WE CAN DO IT
BETTER. AND | THINK THAT'S PROBABLY THE TAKEAWAY | HAD FROM
YESTERDAY. SO | THINK YOU GUYS ARE ON TO SOMETHING, AND | THINK | DO
EMBRACE WHAT YOU GUYS WERE TELLING ME YESTERDAY. SO | APPRECIATE
THAT. IF I'M WRONG, TELL ME, BUT THAT'S EXACTLY WHAT | HEARD YOU TELL
ME YESTERDAY, THAT WE SHOULDN'T BE THE OUTLYING STATE. YOU KNOW,
|...PEOPLE AT HOME MAY THINK THAT SENATOR NORDQUIST AND | HATE EACH
OTHER AND THAT, YOU KNOW, WE'RE LIKE THIS WITH EACH OTHER. AND WE DO
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HAVE SPIRITED DEBATES. YOU DIDN'T SEE IT BEFORE ON CAMERA BUT WE JUST
SHOOK HANDS AND SAID LET'S GO AT IT TODAY AND WE'RE GOING TO BE
GENTLEMEN ABOUT IT. WE'RE GOING TO BE RESPECTFUL OF EACH OTHER. BUT
YOU KNOW WHAT? | THINK WE NEED TO BE RESPECTFUL OF ALL THE PEOPLE
THAT HAVE IMMIGRATED TO OUR COUNTRY LEGALLY, THE PEOPLE THAT HAVE
GONE THROUGH THE..WHAT I CAN ONLY CALL OUR HORRIBLE PROCESS, AND
THE EXPENSIVE PROCESS OF BECOMING A U.S. CITIZEN AND DOING IT LEGALLY.
| CERTAINLY THINK THAT THE CURRENT SITUATION WE HAVE NOW SLAPS THOSE
PEOPLE IN THE FACE. MY COLLEAGUE, SENATOR NORDQUIST, JUST ELOQUENTLY
SAID THAT PEOPLE COMING TO OUR COUNTRY AND WANTING TO IMMIGRATE
MAKE US STRONGER AND MAKE US BETTER. AND WE'RE IN AGREEMENT ON
THAT. | THINK WE TRULY ARE A BETTER NATION FOR THE IMMIGRANTS THAT
COME HERE. HOWEVER, | DON'T THINK PEOPLE SNEAKING ACROSS THE BORDER
AND BREAKING OUR LAWS MAKE US A BETTER AND STRONGER COUNTRY. WE
HAVE AN IMMIGRATION SYSTEM THAT WAS PURPOSELY BROKEN, IN MY
OPINION. IT MAKES IT HARDER FOR PEOPLE THAT TRULY WANT TO COME HERE
AND ENCOURAGES PEOPLE TO COME HERE AND TO MAKE A BETTER LIFE FOR
THEMSELVES AND ENCOURAGES PEOPLE TO CIRCUMVENT THAT PROCESS,
BREAK THE LAW, AND THEN HOPE THAT WE'LL...CONGRESS WILL OR PRESIDENT
WILL JUST GIVE THEM AMNESTY AND LET THEM STAY. OBVIOUSLY THAT DIDN'T
WORK IN 1986 WITH THE SIMPSON-MAZZOLI ACT. AND | THINK IF WE FIND THAT
WE JUST GIVE BLANKET AMNESTY IN OUR COUNTRY NOW WE'RE GOING TO FIND
THAT WE'RE GOING TO BE IN THE SAME SITUATION IN 15 OR 20 YEARS WITH A
WHOLE GROUP OF NEW PEOPLE THAT SNUCK IN. [LB623]

SENATOR WATERMEIER: ONE MINUTE. [LB623]

SENATOR KINTNER: AND THAT IS A SERIOUS PROBLEM. AND | DON'T THINK THAT
WE ADDRESS IT WITH THIS BILL. WE'RE TRYING TO PUT A BAND-AID ON THE
PROBLEM. | GOT TO TELL YOU, MY HEART GOES OUT TO THOSE KIDS THAT WERE
BROUGHT HERE BY NO ACT OF THEIR OWN, AND NOW THEY'RE HERE AND
THEY'RE CAUGHT UP IN THE MIDDLE OF A SYSTEM. AND YOU CAN'T HELP BUT
HAVE COMPASSION FOR THEM. BUT | THINK WASHINGTON NEEDS TO FIX THIS
PROBLEM AND QUIT RELYING ON US TO BAIL OUT THEIR HORRIBLE AND
MISGUIDED PROGRAMS FOR IMMIGRATION. AND | WOULD ENCOURAGE PEOPLE
TO BE SUPPORTIVE OF LEGAL IMMIGRATION AND CELEBRATE THE DIVERSITY OF
PEOPLE COMING TO OUR COUNTRY LEGALLY BECAUSE THEY TRULY MAKE US A
BETTER COUNTRY. THANK YOU, MR. PRESIDENT. [LB623]
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SENATOR WATERMEIER: THANK YOU, SENATOR KINTNER. (VISITORS
INTRODUCED.) MEMBERS, YOU'VE HEARD THE REFRESHER ON THE AM63 TO
LB623. THOSE IN THE QUEUE WISHING TO SPEAK: SENATOR EBKE, SENATOR
SCHUMACHER, SENATOR KEN HAAR, SENATOR BRASCH, AND OTHERS. SENATOR
EBKE, YOU'RE RECOGNIZED. [LB623]

SENATOR EBKE: THANK YOU, MR. PRESIDENT. | RISE TODAY IN SUPPORT OF LB623
AND I'VE BEEN PRETTY QUIET THROUGH ALL OF THIS EXCEPT FOR A FEW
QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS THAT | HAD WITH SENATOR KINTNER YESTERDAY.
BUT | WANTED TO SAY JUST A FEW WORDS ABOUT THIS BILL BECAUSE | COME
FROM A COMMUNITY THAT HAS A SIGNIFICANT IMMIGRANT POPULATION. FIRST
OF ALL, LET ME JUST SAY THAT THE KNEE-JERK REACTION OF SAYING THESE
KIDS ARE ILLEGAL, SO THEY SHOULDN'T GET ANY BENEFITS, THAT ALMOST
MAKES SENSE. YOU KNOW, AFTER ALL, ILLEGAL IS ILLEGAL, AND WE DON'T
WANT TO ENCOURAGE ILLEGAL ACTIVITY. BUT THE CALCULUS CHANGES FOR
ME ANYWAY WHEN WE START TALKING ABOUT KIDS. FIRST CONSIDERATION, I'M
NOT SURE THAT A DRIVER'S LICENSE OR A PERMIT IS A BENEFIT IN THE
STRICTEST SENSE OF THE TERM. IT'S NOT AN ENTITLEMENT THAT ONE GETS BY
VIRTUE OF BEING HERE. YOU HAVE TO TAKE A TEST, SOMETHING | WOULD
ARGUE IS A GOOD THING, TO SHOW MINIMUM COMPETENCY. AND YOU HAVE TO
PAY A FEE. SECOND, AND PERHAPS MOST IMPORTANT TO CONSIDER FOR ME,
THESE DACA-ELIGIBLE FOLKS OR DREAMERS WERE KIDS, OFTENTIMES VERY
YOUNG KIDS WHEN THEY CAME HERE. IN MANY CASES, THEY WERE BABIES. WE
DON'T, THE LAST TIME | CHECKED, HOLD TODDLERS WHO LIVED IN A METH
HOUSE RESPONSIBLE FOR WHAT THEIR PARENTS DID AND THEN TAG THEM FOR
LIFE AS DRUG MANUFACTURERS, NOR DO WE REQUIRE BONNIE AND CLYDE'S
CHILDREN, METAPHORICALLY SPEAKING, STRAPPED IN THE BACK OF A
GETAWAY CAR TO PAY RESTITUTION TO THE BANKS THAT THEIR PARENTS
ROBBED. AT SOME POINT YESTERDAY, THERE WAS SOME DISCUSSION OF
JUSTIFYING HOLDING THESE CHILDREN ACCOUNTABLE FOR THE SINS OF THEIR
PARENTS, IF YOU WILL, BASED ON A BIBLICAL UNDERSTANDING. AND WHILE I'M
NOT AS INCLINED AS SENATOR CHAMBERS TO QUOTE FROM SCRIPTURE, THERE
IS AT LEAST SOME SCRIPTURE OUT THERE, INCLUDING ONE FROM EZEKIEL,
WHICH SUGGESTS THAT THE SON SHALL NOT SUFFER FOR THE INIQUITY OF HIS
FATHER NOR THE FATHER SUFFER FOR THE INIQUITY OF THEIR SON. WE ARE, IN
OTHER WORDS, PERHAPS RESPONSIBLE FOR OUR OWN ACTIONS. PERSONALLY, |
THINK THAT WE WOULD ALL BE HAPPIER IF WE LOOKED AT ONE ANOTHER AS
INDIVIDUALS RATHER THAN AS PART OF SOME GROUP. NONE OF US WOULD LIKE
TO BE HELD ACCOUNTABLE FOR THE SINS OF OUR ANCESTORS. MOST OF US, IF
WE DO ENOUGH DIGGING, WILL FIND THAT SOMEWHERE IN THE FAMILY TREE
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WE HAVE SLAVEHOLDERS, THIEVES, ADULTERERS, OR SOME OTHER MANNER OF
RIFFRAFF. TO ME, HOLDING KIDS ACCOUNTABLE FOR WHAT THEIR PARENTS DID
WHILE THEY WERE STILL IN DIAPERS MAKES LITTLE SENSE AND IS OF
QUESTIONABLE MERIT WHEN ONE CONSIDERS THE AMERICAN WAY. AS ONE
WHO HAS SAT THROUGH 12 HIGH SCHOOL GRADUATIONS IN THE LAST 13 YEARS
AND SIGNED DIPLOMAS OF CRETE HIGH SCHOOL GRADUATES FOR 10 OF THOSE
YEARS AS THE BOARD SECRETARY, AND WHO HAS HAD CHILDREN GOING TO
SCHOOL DURING ALL OF THAT TIME, | FIRMLY BELIEVE THAT MOST OF THESE
KIDS, AND | DON'T KNOW WHICH OF THEM ACTUALLY QUALIFY FOR THE
DREAMERS BILL, BUT I'M SURE THAT SOME DO, ARE TRYING TO LIVE THE
AMERICAN DREAM, JUST AS MOST OF OUR GRANDPARENTS AND GREAT-
GRANDPARENTS DID. THEY'RE RECEIVING AN EDUCATION. THEY HANG OUT
WITH THEIR FRIENDS OF ALL ETHNICITIES, AND THEY WANT TO BE HERE
BECAUSE HERE IS HOME FOR THEM. THEY WANT TO PURSUE THEIR EDUCATION
OR GO TO WORK. THEY WANT TO DO ALL OF THE THINGS HERE IN NEBRASKA
THAT WE SAY WE WANT MORE OF OUR NEBRASKA KIDS TO DO. MY MATERNAL
GRANDPARENTS WERE BORN IN JEFFERSON COUNTY, WHICH IS A COUNTY THAT
| REPRESENT. THEY WERE BORN IN ONE CASE TO...IN ONE CASE TO A GERMAN-
BORN IMMIGRANT AND IN THE CASE OF THREE OF MY GREAT GRANDPARENTS,
AMERICAN-BORN CHILDREN OF GERMAN IMMIGRANTS. MY COUSIN AND | HAVE
TRIED TO FIND DOCUMENTATION ON ONE OF MY GREAT-GRANDFATHERS, BUT
WE CAN'T FIND ANYTHING OTHER THAN THAT HE HAD A RESIDENT ALIEN
DRAFT CARD DURING WORLD WAR I. WE DON'T KNOW HOW HE GOT HERE. WE

SPOKE BOTH...BOTH SPOKE GERMAN WHEN THEY WENT TO SCHOOL. THEY

AS YOU KNOW, I'M...THE MAIN TOWN IN MY DISTRICT IS COLUMBUS. | THINK IT'S
FAIR TO SAY THAT BUT FOR THE HISPANIC MIGRATION, COLUMBUS WOULD HAVE
LOST POPULATION IN THE LAST DECADE OR SO. AND | TALKED TO SOME OF THE
YOUNG PEOPLE WHO WOULD BE AFFECTED BY THIS LEGISLATION, TALKED TO A
YOUNG MAN, | THINK HE HAD TWO KIDS, STRUGGLING, WORKED AT THE
ETHANOL PLANT. ABOUT TWO...HE LIVED ABOUT TWO MILES FROM THE
ETHANOL PLANT AND HE DROVE, WENT TO WORK ON A BICYCLE. AND | ASKED
HIM, WHAT IS IT LIKE TO PEDAL NORTH AGAINST THAT WIND? WHAT DO YOU DO
THEN? AND HE SAID, | PEDAL HARDER. TALKED TO A YOUNG MOTHER WHO

SENATOR WATERMEIER: THANK YOU, SENATOR HAAR. SENATOR BRASCH, YOU
ARE RECOGNIZED. [LB623]

SENATOR BRASCH: THANK YOU, MR. PRESIDENT, AND GOOD MORNING,
COLLEAGUES. THE STORY OF THE DACA CHILDREN THAT CAME HERE IS TRULY
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COMPELLING, AND | CELEBRATE THEIR VICTORIES, THEIR VICTORIES IN
EDUCATION, IN THE LIVES THEY'RE BUILDING. BUT THERE ARE FACTS THAT
REMAIN. WHEN YOU TALK ABOUT DREAMERS, THERE ARE 4.4 MILLION LEGAL
DREAMERS, PEOPLE WHO DREAM OF IMMIGRATING TO THIS GREAT COUNTRY.
DESPITE OUR FLAWS, OUR TRIALS, OUR TRIBULATIONS, OUR POLITICS, OUR
FABRIC, 4.4 MILLION PEOPLE WAIT PATIENTLY, LEGALLY IN LINE FOR THE

MOTHER SAID, | WAS SO SICK, | DIDN'T THINK I COULD LIVE, SO | DIDN'T CRY. |
WENT TO THE...THE NURSE BROUGHT ME IN THIS LIFELESS LITTLE GIRL,
DRESSED IN THIS BEAUTIFUL WHITE GOWN, AND MY MOTHER SAID, | KNEW |
WAS GOING TO GO AND GO TO HEAVEN WITHIN A FEW HOURS AND MEET MY
DAUGHTER. AND MY MOTHER SAID THAT SHE MADE IT THROUGH THE NIGHT.
THEY WENT THE NEXT DAY, THEY WALKED WITH A WOODEN BOX THROUGH THE
COLD WINTER. SHE SAID IT WAS LIKE A LITTLE STONE ROLLING IN THE BOX TO
BURY HER ONLY DAUGHTER AT THAT TIME. AND SHE SAID SHE ASKED THEM, |
WANT TO KISS THIS GIRL ONE MORE TIME, AND SHE OPENED THE BOX AND
THERE WAS A NAKED LITTLE BABY. THE DRESS WAS GONE BUT MY MOTHER
SAID, | DIDN'T CRY, | KNEW THERE WOULD BE ANOTHER BABY THAT NEEDED
THAT DRESS. THOSE STORIES EXIST TODAY--MAYBE NOT IN THE UKRAINE,
MAYBE NOT IN GERMANY, BUT POSSIBLY IN KENYA OR OTHER PLACES OF THIS
WORLD, OF THE DREAMERS WAITING. THERE'S DOCUMENTARY SHOWS, PEOPLE
WHO WOULD LOVE TO BE HERE, BUT THEY ARE CHOOSING THE LAW--4.4
MILLION INDIVIDUALS. IN NEBRASKA, WE HAVE A POPULATION OF 5,000 DACA
STUDENTS, INDIVIDUALS WHO BY WHATEVER MEANS HAVE NOT BEEN CRUELLY,
UNJUSTLY PUNISHED. THEY'VE BEEN GOING TO SCHOOL, PUBLIC SCHOOL.
THEY'VE BEEN GOING TO OUR CLINICS, TO OUR HOSPITALS. THEIR MOTHERS DID
NOT HAVE TO WALK WITH A WOODEN BOX ACROSS THE COLD WINTER OF THE
UKRAINE OR GERMANY OR WHEREVER. THEY WERE HERE IN A BLESSED
COUNTRY. THEY IMMIGRATED HERE. WE ARE A NATION OF IMMIGRANTS. WE
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WILL CONTINUE TO BE A NATION OF IMMIGRANTS. BUT WILL WE BE A NATION

SENATOR BRASCH: THANK YOU, MR. PRESIDENT. THAT'S THE QUESTION. THE
LAW--1S IT IMPORTANT TO LAWMAKERS OR DO WE JUST CHANGE THE LAW,
TWEAK IT HERE, TWEAK IT THERE? WE TALKED ABOUT PUBLIC OPINION, PUBLIC
POLICY, DOING THE RIGHT THING. THE RIGHT THING WOULD BE TO FIND A
LEGAL WAY TO ADDRESS INDIVIDUALS AND HELP IMMIGRATION, LEGAL
IMMIGRATION. THIS IS A DIFFICULT PLACE TO BE, A DIFFICULT QUESTION WE'RE
MAKING. BUT DON'T TURN A BLIND EYE TO THOSE WHO CHOOSE TO OBEY
IMMIGRATION LAWS. THANK YOU, MR. PRESIDENT. AND THANK YOU,
COLLEAGUES.

SENATOR WATERMEIER: THANK YOU, SENATOR BRASCH. SENATOR BLOOMFIELD,
YOU'RE RECOGNIZED.

SENATOR BLOOMFIELD: THANK YOU, MR. PRESIDENT. GOOD MORNING,
COLLEAGUES. SENATOR NORDQUIST, DURING HIS REFRESHING OF OUR
MEMORIES THIS MORNING IN HIS ELOQUENT OPENING, STATED THAT THESE
FOLKS SHOULD HAVE THE RIGHT TO DRIVE. COLLEAGUES, BACK WHEN WE
WERE DEBATING LB31, THE MOTORCYCLE HELMET BILL, IT WAS POINTED OUT
TO ME MANY, MANY TIMES THAT WE DON'T HAVE A RIGHT TO DRIVE IN THIS
COUNTRY. IT'S A PRIVILEGE. SO IF IT'S APRIVILEGE TO RIDE A MOTORCYCLE, IT
MUST ALSO BE A PRIVILEGE, NOT A RIGHT, TO OBTAIN AN OPERATOR'S LICENSE.
I JUST ASK THAT WE KEEP THE LANGUAGE STRAIGHT AND THAT WE DEBATE
THIS FAIRLY, WITHOUT BRINGING OUT THE HAND TOWELS, DRYING OUR EYES,
AND CRYING THAT WE ARE DEPRIVING THESE PEOPLE OF THEIR RIGHTS. GOD
HAS GRANTED MANY RIGHTS TO US IN THIS NATION, INALIENABLE RIGHTS. LIFE,
LIBERTY, AND THE PURSUIT OF HAPPINESS ARE AMONG THEM. UNFORTUNATELY,
WHEN IT COMES TO MY HELMET BILL, DRIVING IS NOT ONE OF THEM. BUT
APPARENTLY WHEN IT COMES TO OBTAINING A LICENSE FOR AN IMMIGRANT
THAT DID NOT GET HERE LEGALLY, AT THAT POINT IT BECOMES A RIGHT. |
REALLY HAVE QUESTIONS WITH THAT PHILOSOPHY. I'D YIELD THE REMAINDER

SENATOR WATERMEIER: SENATOR KINTNER, 3:00. [LB623]
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SENATOR KINTNER: WELL, THANK YOU, MR. PRESIDENT. I LISTEN TO WHAT
PEOPLE SAY, AND WHEN | HEARD ONE OF MY COLLEAGUES SAY THAT WE GOT
TO DO THIS FOR THE KIDS, HOW MANY GOVERNMENT PROGRAMS HAVE WE
CREATED FOR THE KIDS? WASN'T "DO IT FOR THE KIDS" THE RALLYING CRY FOR
EVERY EXPANSION OF GOVERNMENT WE'VE HAD, EVERY EXPANSION OF
MEDICAID, AND EVERY EXPANSION OF ABOUT ANY PROGRAM IS DO IT FOR THE
KIDS, DO IT FOR THE KIDS, AND DO IT FOR THE KIDS? I'M NOT SAYING THAT
EVERY TIME WE SAY WE NEED TO DO SOMETHING FOR THE KIDS IT'S WRONG,
BUT IT KIND OF GOT TO BE A JOKE IN THE '90s THAT THE MOST RIDICULOUS
THINGS THAT WERE PROPOSED BY THE EXPANDERS OF GOVERNMENT WERE "DO
IT FOR THE KIDS." IT WAS QUITE A STRETCH VERY OFTEN. AND | THINK SENATOR

INTO A VERY, VERY TOUGH SITUATION. AND I'M GOING TO SAY IT, I'M GOING TO
SAY IT, AND I'M GOING TO SAY IT AGAIN, THAT THERE ARE SOME COMPELLING
YOUNG PEOPLE THAT ARE IN THAT SITUATION. AND | KNOW THEY'VE ONLY
KNOWN THE UNITED STATES AS THEIR ONLY REAL COUNTRY. AND WE'RE BEING
ASKED TO FIX WHAT THE FEDERAL GOVERNMENT IS GIVING US, WHAT A
LAWLESS PRESIDENT HAS GIVEN US. AND I'M NOT HERE TO ENABLE
LAWLESSNESS BY OUR PRESIDENT. THAT'S NOT WHY | WAS ELECTED. THAT'S NOT
WHY | WAS SENT HERE. AND I'VE HEARD PEOPLE SAY THAT MY DISTRICT WANTS
THIS. WELL, | THINK | KNOW MY DISTRICT AS WELL OR BETTER THAN ANYBODY,
20,000 DOORS KNOCKED ON. [LB623]

SENATOR WATERMEIER: TIME, SENATOR. YOU ARE NEXT IN THE QUEUE. [LB623]

SENATOR KINTNER: WELL, THAT WORKS OUT PRETTY GOOD. THANK YOU, MR.
PRESIDENT. AND THEY TELL ME THREE THINGS WHAT | HEARD: CUT MY TAXES,
AND USUALLY ALONG WITH THAT, QUIT SPENDING MONEY; KEEP EDUCATION
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STRONG, WHICH WE DO THAT; AND DON'T DO ANYTHING TO ENABLE ILLEGAL
IMMIGRATION AND ILLEGAL IMMIGRANTS. DON'T SPEND ANY TAX MONEY ON
THEM. DON'T GIVE THEM ANY OF THE BENEFITS THAT CITIZENS OF OUR
COUNTRY HAVE BY RIGHT OF BEING CITIZENS. AND IF PEOPLE WANT THOSE,
THEY NEED TO BECOME CITIZENS OR AT LEAST LEGAL RESIDENTS. AND THAT

THEY'RE SAYING, NO, YOU KNOW, IF | CAN...IF I'M...IF | CAN PARAPHRASE WHAT
I'M GETTING FROM MY CONSTITUENTS, IS, HEY, LIFE'S NOT FAIR, THINGS ARE
TOUGH, BUT IF WE ENABLE ILLEGAL IMMIGRATION THROUGH OUR POLICIES, IT
WILL ONLY GET WORSE. AND SINCE WE'VE CREATED SUCH A PROBLEM BY OUR
OWN DOING, THERE'S NOT AN EASY WAY OUT OF IT. AND | JUST DON'T THINK
THAT THIS IS THE RIGHT WAY TO GO. THE OTHER THING | WOULD SAY IS THAT
WE TOOK WHAT | THINK JEREMY NORDQUIST, SENATOR NORDQUIST HAD, A

IT POORLY? LET'S JUST GET IT DONE AND MOVE ON. WELL, YOU DIDN'T GET TO
MOVE ON. YOU GOT TO SIT HERE FOR EIGHT HOURS. AND SOMETIMES THAT'S
THE WAY IT GOES. IF YOU'RE GOING TO PUT POOR LEGISLATION UP HERE, WE'RE

THAT REALLY JUMPED OUT AT ME WAS THE EXPRESSION THAT THIS WAS SOME
KIND OF LIBERAL DECISION. | THINK IT'S A CONSERVATIVE DECISION THAT'S
BEING MADE AND HAS BEEN PUT FORWARD IN LARGE PART BY THE BUSINESS

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SENATOR HAAR: MR. PRESIDENT, MEMBERS OF THE BODY, SOMETIMES | SIT HERE
AND LISTEN AND I THINK | SHOULD JUST LET PEOPLE TALK ON AND ON. BUT
SOMETIMES THINGS HAVE TO BE RESPONDED TO. AND A COMMENT WAS MADE
THIS MORNING, WE'RE ALWAYS REFERRING TO CHILDREN, WE ALWAYS USE THAT
AS AN EXCUSE. WELL, GEE, I'D LIKE TO REFER YOU TO MATTHEW 19:14 IS A
REALLY INTERESTING COMMENTARY ON CHILDREN BECAUSE SOME CHILDREN
WERE BROUGHT TO JESUS AND THE DISCIPLES SAID, JESUS IS TIRED, HE DOESN'T
HAVE TIME FOR THEM TODAY. AND JESUS SAID HE...TO QUOTE THE BIBLE, THE

OF PENNSYLVANIA. MY GERMAN ANCESTORS CAME LATER AS GERMANS FROM
RUSSIA. BUT HERE'S WHAT BENJAMIN FRANKLIN SAID, QUOTE, WHY SHOULD
PENNSYLVANIA FOUNDED BY THE ENGLISH BECOME A COLONY OF ALIENS WHO
WILL SHORTLY BE SO NUMEROUS AS TO GERMANIZE US INSTEAD OF OUR
ANGLIFYING THEM AND WILL NEVER ADOPT OUR LANGUAGE OR CUSTOMS ANY
MORE THAN THEY CAN ACQUIRE OUR COMPLEXION? AND BENJAMIN FRANKLIN
CONSIDERED THAT GERMANS HAD THIS REDDISH COMPLEXION AND MAYBE |
SHOW THAT BECAUSE FROM BOTH SIDES I'M GERMAN. HERE'S WHAT ANOTHER
PERSON SAID, SAMUEL MORSE, IN 1836. "THE QUESTION IS NOW
PLACED...BEFORE THE WHOLE AMERICAN PEOPLE, WHETHER IT IS OR IS NOT
EXPEDIENT THAT THE NATURALIZATION LAWS BE SO ALTERED AS TO PUT A
STOP TO EVILS UNDER WHICH OUR DEMOCRATIC INSTITUTIONS ARE SUFFERING,
AND TO GUARD AGAINST DANGERS WITH WHICH THEY ARE THREATENED FROM
THE INFLUX OF A VICIOUS, IGNORANT FOREIGN POPULATION; DANGERS
ENHANCED BY THE COMBINATIONS OF THESE FOREIGNERS THROUGHOUT THE
COUNTRY," SAMUEL MORSE, 1836, "THEY," "THEY," "THE VICIOUS, IGNORANT
FOREIGN POPULATION." AND THIS WAS SAID IN THE JERSEY CITY STANDARD IN
1859 ABOUT THE IRISH: THEY, THE IRISH, ARE NOTHING BUT IMPORTED
BEGGARS, ANIMALS, A MONGREL MASS OF IGNORANCE AND CRIME AND
SUPERSTITION, AS UTTERLY UNFIT FOR SOCIETY'S DUTIES AS THEY ARE FOR
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THE COMMON COURTESIES AND DECENCIES OF CIVILIZED LIFE, JERSEY CITY
STANDARD, 1859. SO THIS ANTIIMMIGRANT HAS BEEN ALIVE AND WELL IN
AMERICA. BUT LUCKILY THE MAJORITY OF US WELCOME IMMIGRANTS. AND IN

FILIBUSTERING IT AND KILLING IT IF THAT WAS THE INTENT ON SELECT. BUT
EVERY ONE OF THE 49 OF US CAN DO EXACTLY WHAT WE WANT TO DO. | WANT
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TO MAKE ONE COMMENT AND THAT IS THAT SENATOR GROENE'S WORK WITH
THE DEPARTMENT OF MOTOR VEHICLES WAS NOT THE EXPERIENCE THAT MANY
OF US HAD IN CALLING THE DEPARTMENT OF MOTOR VEHICLES AFTER THE
DEBATE STARTED TRYING TO TALK ABOUT TECHNICAL ISSUES AND CHANGES

LEGISLATION THAT IF WE DECIDE TO SEND IT FORWARD, IF WE DECIDE TO

TECHNICAL EXPERTS INVOLVED AND DO IT RIGHT IF WE'RE GOING TO DO IT. |
THINK THAT MAKES PERFECT SENSE. AND | THINK THAT THE EXPERTS NEED TO
BE INVOLVED. THEY NEED TO HELP US CRAFT LEGISLATION THAT'S GOOD FOR
1.9 MILLION PEOPLE IN THIS STATE. THANK YOU. [LB623]

SPEAKER HADLEY: THANK YOU, SENATOR KRIST. SENATOR GROENE, YOU'RE
RECOGNIZED. [LB623]

SENATOR GROENE: THANK YOU, SENATOR KRIST. NINETY DAYS WORKS OUT.
WE'RE FRIENDS NOW. (LAUGH) WE UNDERSTAND EACH OTHER. | WANT TO MAKE
IT CLEAR THAT | WENT TO DEPARTMENT OF MOTOR VEHICLES; THEY DID NOT
COME TO ME. | MEAN, I'M USED TO KICKING DOORS IN. I'VE GOT A SALES
BACKGROUND AND A MANAGEMENT BACKGROUND. AND | ASKED QUESTIONS,
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AND MY AIDE ASKED QUESTIONS. AND THEY ANSWERED THEM HONESTLY. AND
WE ASKED THEM AND THEY BASICALLY SAID OUR...MY FIRST AMENDMENT
THAT WE DID ON OUR OWN MATCHED UTAH AND WOULD NOT WORK IN WHAT
THIS BODY PASSED IN 2012, DEB FISCHER'S BILL. AND IT PROBABLY HAD LEGAL
PROBLEMS. | WAS ADVISED BY A STRONG CONSERVATIVE, DON'T INTRODUCE
THE AMENDMENT YOU DID BECAUSE IT PROBABLY WILL BE UPHELD BY THE

WANT TO MAKE SURE YOU UNDERSTAND, FOLKS, THAT ONE OF THE REASONS
THAT WAS POINTED OUT TO US WAS THAT COURT CASE AND THE RULING BY THE
JUDGE LAURIE SMITH CAMP, CHIEF UNITED STATES DISTRICT JUDGE. IN HER
WORDS: "DEFERRED ACTION IS A LONG-STANDING FORM OF PROSECUTORIAL
DISCRETION, THROUGH WHICH IMMIGRATION AUTHORITIES MAKE A
DISCRETIONARY DETERMINATION NOT TO REMOVE AN INDIVIDUAL FROM THE
UNITED STATES DURING A SPECIFIED PERIOD, BUT DEFERRED ACTION DOES NOT
CONFER AN INDIVIDUAL WITH LAWFUL STATUS." OUR PRESENT LAWS, DMV
LAWS REFERRED IT "LAWFUL STATUS," SOMEBODY WHO HAS IMMIGRATED
HERE, LIKE SENATOR BRASCH'S PARENTS, WHO ARE WAITING BETWEEN THE
TIME THEY IMMIGRATED HERE UNTIL THE TIME THEY TAKE THE CITIZEN TEST,
TO POLITICAL ASYLUM--WE LOST A COUPLE OF WARS AND WE'VE HAD PEOPLE
COME HERE IN VIETNAM IN HERE BECAUSE WE ALLOWED OUR ALLIES THAT
WERE GOING TO GET BUTCHERED OVER THERE TO FOLLOW US HERE, SOME OF
THEM, MANY WE LEFT BEHIND--THOSE TYPES OF FOLKS. THAT'S DEFERRED
ACTION. THAT'S LAWFUL STATUS. HER FOLLOWING WORDS LATER ON SAY: "THE
UNCONTROVERTED EVIDENCE NOW DEMONSTRATES THAT THE DMV ISSUES
DRIVER’S LICENSES AND STATE IDENTIFICATION CARDS ONLY TO PERSONS WITH
LAWFUL STATUS IN THE UNITED STATES, AS DETERMINED BY THE FEDERAL
GOVERNMENT AND VERIFIED THROUGH THE SYSTEMATIC ALIEN VERIFICATION
FOR ENTITLEMENTS PROGRAM." THIS IS NOT DEFERRED STATUS. THESE YOUNG
PEOPLE DO NOT HAVE IT. SO IN THEIR BEST INTEREST...SO IF SOMEBODY TAKES
IT TO COURT, THAT WE DO IT RIGHT, THAT THEY KNOW THAT WE HONORED
THEM BY DOING IT RIGHT, THAT WE'RE NOT USING IT FOR ULTERIOR MOTIVES,
TO SOMEHOW USE THIS LAW TO ALLOW ILLEGAL ALIENS TO HAVE DRIVER'S
LICENSES. LET'S DO THIS RIGHT. AND THEN IF YOU WANT TO BRING UP AGAIN
THAT SOMEHOW WE WANT INDIVIDUALS TO COME INTO THIS COUNTRY, HAVE
PRIVILEGES BECAUSE THEY CAME HERE ILLEGALLY, THEN LET'S DEBATE IT. BUT
LET'S DON'T PUT A FOOT IN THE DOOR BY USING THESE KIDS FOR THOSE
PURPOSES. SWORE I'D NEVER DO THIS, BUT ON THE SLAVERY THING, IT WAS OUR
IMMIGRANTS, THE GERMANS AND IRISH, CZECHOSLOVAKIANS THAT CAME HERE

TO NEBRASKA. THERE ISN'T A RACIST BONE IN MY FAMILY BECAUSE WE GO
BACK IN HISTORY... [LB623]

SPEAKER HADLEY: ONE MINUTE. [LB623]

SENATOR GROENE: ...AND WE HONOR THE STRIFE THEY HAD, POTATO FAMINES.
THE GERMAN SIDE GOT OUT OF GERMANY BECAUSE THEY DIDN'T LIKE THE
METHODS AND THE THINGS THEY DID IN THE WARS. THEY WANTED OUT. BUT
DON'T PAINT ALL OF US WITH THE SAME BRUSH. THAT IS RACISM. THAT IS
RACISM. THAT IS THE PURE DEFINITION OF RACISM, WHEN YOU LOOK AT AN
INDIVIDUAL IF THEIR EYES ARE BLUE OR THEIR HAIR IS BLOND AND YOU SAY

SENATOR McCOLLISTER: THANK YOU, MR. SPEAKER. GOOD MORNING,
COLLEAGUES. AS THIS DEBATE COMES TO AN END, I'D LIKE JUST TO SAY A FEW
WORDS HAVING PRIORITIZED THE BILL. FIRST OFF, A FEW KIND WORDS ABOUT
MY GOOD FRIEND AND ASSOCIATE, MIKE GROENE: I'VE KNOWN MIKE FOR SIX TO
EIGHT YEARS. YES, HE IS OUTSPOKEN. YES, HE'S A FISCAL CONSERVATIVE. WE
HAVE DEFINITELY LEARNED THAT. COMMITTED, DOGGED, HE IS DEFINITELY
THAT. SOMETIMES WHEN | WAS AT THE PLATTE INSTITUTE, | WANTED TO CHOKE
HIM, BUT HE HAS A BIG, BIG HEART AND | HAVE A WORLD OF RESPECT FOR HIM.
SECONDLY, BILL KINTNER: AS BIG AS THE GREAT OUTDOORS, MAGNANIMOQOUS,
DOESN'T HOLD GRUDGES. | HAVE THAT TO SAY ABOUT BILL. BUT HE DID
MENTION SOMETHING THIS MORNING | THOUGHT WAS FAIRLY IMPORTANT. HE
TALKED ABOUT FEDERALISM, FEDERALISM. AND THAT'S WHEN WE LOOK AT THE
REST OF THE STATE GOVERNMENTS IN THIS WONDERFUL COUNTRY AND WE
FIND OUT BEST PRACTICES. AND WE TRY TO EMULATE THOSE BEST PRACTICES
IN OUR STATE. AND WE SHOULD. AND HE INDICATED THAT NEBRASKA IS THE
ONLY STATE THAT DOESN'T GIVE THE SO-CALLED DREAMERS DRIVER'S
LICENSES. SO WE REALLY DO NEED TO ASK, WHY IS IT NEBRASKA DOESN'T

ALSO NEED TO EXPRESS MY GRATITUDE TO SENATOR NORDQUIST. I'VE TRULY
ENJOYED THIS PROCESS. IT WAS INTERESTING TO PRIORITIZE THIS BILL AND
ASSEMBLE THE COALITION, THE VERY WIDE-RANGING COALITION THAT CAME
OUT IN SUPPORT OF THIS BILL. AND IT'S BEEN A FUN PROCESS AND A FUN RIDE,
AND I'M GRATEFUL FOR THAT. WE'VE BEEN TALKING ABOUT OUR FOREBEARS.
SENATOR BRASCH HAS TALKED ABOUT HER FOREBEARS, AND I'LL TALK ABOUT
MINE NOW. MY FOREBEARS WERE SCOTCH-IRISH, CAME TO THIS COUNTRY IN
THE EARLY 1700s. AND THEY CAME OVER AS INDENTURED SERVANTS. SO AS |
COMPARE MY FOREBEARS WITH THOSE DACA APPLICANTS, THEY HAVE IT ALL
OVER MY FOREBEARS. THEY'RE EDUCATED, SPEAK ENGLISH, AND THEY'RE
GOING TO DO GREAT THINGS FOR AMERICA. I'LL END UP BY QUOTING THE
ECONOMIST ARTICLE, THE LAST PARAGRAPH. "AMERICA HAS BEEN GRANTED
AN EXTRAORDINARY STROKE OF LUCK: A BIG DOSE OF YOUTH AND ENERGY,
JUST AS ITS GLOBAL COMPETITORS ARE GREYING. MAKING THE MOST OF THIS
CHANCE WILL TAKE PRAGMATISM AND GOODWILL. GET IT RIGHT, AND A
DIVERSE, OUTWARD-FACING AMERICA WILL HAVE MUCH TO TEACH THE

HANDFUL OF LAW FIRMS WHO IS ENGAGED IN SECURITIES LAW, EXTREMELY
DANGEROUS FOR AN ACCOUNTANT OR A LAWYER TO DABBLE WITH IT, OR EVEN
TO ENCOURAGE A COMPANY TO DABBLE WITH THE ISSUANCE OF SECURITIES. AT

ORIGINALLY INTRODUCED BY SENATOR MORFELD. (READ TITLE.) INTRODUCED
ON JANUARY 21 OF THIS YEAR, REFERRED TO THE JUDICIARY COMMITTEE, THE
BILL WAS ADVANCED TO GENERAL FILE. THERE ARE COMMITTEE AMENDMENTS,
MR. PRESIDENT. (AM289, LEGISLATIVE JOURNAL PAGE 521.) [LB586]

SENATOR KRIST: THANK YOU, MR. CLERK. SENATOR MORFELD, YOU'RE
RECOGNIZED TO OPEN ON YOUR BILL. [LB586]

SENATOR MORFELD: THANK YOU, MR. PRESIDENT. COLLEAGUES, WE HAVE A
PROBLEM. IN NEBRASKA, SOMEONE CAN BE FIRED SIMPLY FOR BEING GAY.
OVERWHELMINGLY, BUSINESS, FAITH, AND OTHER LEADERS HAVE COME OUT IN
SUPPORT OF THESE PROTECTIONS THAT ENSURE A LEVEL PLAYING FIELD AND
DIGNITY FOR ALL HARDWORKING NEBRASKANS. THAT IS THE BASIS FOR MY
INTRODUCTION OF LB586 AND WHY | RISE TODAY TO URGE YOU TO SUPPORT
LB586, WHICH WOULD ENSURE THAT LGBT NEBRASKANS ARE TREATED
EQUALLY IN THE WORKPLACE. NOBODY SHOULD BE FIRED FOR HOW THEIR
CREATOR MADE THEM OR WHO THEY LOVE. THESE ARE CRITICAL PROTECTIONS
THAT EXIST IN 21 STATES, INCLUDING THE DISTRICT OF COLUMBIA,
NEIGHBORING STATES IOWA AND COLORADQO, 225 CITIES AND COUNTIES, AND
OVER 600 PRIVATE BUSINESSES, INCLUDING 66 PERCENT OF FORTUNE 500
COMPANIES, AND ARE SUPPORTED STRONGLY BY THE OMAHA AND LINCOLN
CHAMBERS OF COMMERCE, CIVIL RIGHTS GROUPS, AND RELIGIOUS
INSTITUTIONS THROUGHOUT THE STATE. LB586 MAKES IT UNLAWFUL TO FIRE
OR NOT HIRE SOMEONE ON THE BASIS OF THEIR SEXUAL ORIENTATION OR IF
THEY ARE TRANSGENDER. THIS IS INCREASINGLY COMMONPLACE PROTECTIONS
TO ENSURE THAT NEBRASKA REMAINS COMPETITIVE IN A NATIONAL AND
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GLOBAL MARKETPLACE AND THAT ALL NEBRASKANS ARE PROVIDED EQUAL
PROTECTION UNDER THE LAW. JUST AS WE DO NOT ALLOW PEOPLE TO BE FIRED
ON THE BASIS OF RACE, SEX, OR MARITAL STATUS, NOR SHOULD WE ALLOW
PEOPLE TO BE FIRED BECAUSE OF WHO THEY LOVE. EMPLOYEES CAN STILL BE
LET GO FOR ANY NUMBER OF REASONS--INCOMPETENCE, NOT SHOWING UP FOR
WORK, DRESS CODE VIOLATIONS, THE LIST GOES ON--BUT SIMPLY NOT FOR
BEING GAY OR TRANSGENDER. FOR TOO MANY YEARS I'VE WATCHED TALENTED
NEBRASKANS, MANY OF THEM MY FRIENDS, LEAVE THIS STATE BECAUSE OF A
LACK OF FUNDAMENTAL PROTECTIONS COMMONPLACE IN OTHER STATES, TOO
AFRAID TO START A FAMILY IN A STATE WHERE THEY COULD BE FIRED IF THEIR
WORKPLACE FOUND OUT ABOUT WHO THEY LOVED. MANY OF THESE FORMER
NEBRASKANS ARE DOCTORS, ATTORNEYS, CAPTAINS OF INDUSTRY,
NEBRASKANS WHO LIKELY OTHERWISE WOULD BE HERE RAISING THEIR
FAMILIES, INVESTING IN OUR STATE, AND BUILDING COMMERCE AND INDUSTRY.
NO ONE SHOULD HAVE TO HIDE THEIR FAMILY, LOVED ONES FOR FEAR OF
LOSING THEIR LIVELIHOOD. OUR BUSINESS COMMUNITY AGREES, WHICH IS
WHY OUR TWO LARGEST CITIES' CHAMBERS OF COMMERCE HAVE COME OUT IN
STRONG SUPPORT OF LB586 ALONG WITH MANY OF OUR LARGEST EMPLOYERS
IN THE STATE SUCH AS UNION PACIFIC, CONAGRA, NELNET, MUTUAL OF OMAHA,
HUDL, PAYPAL, TYSON FOODS, AND MANY, MANY OTHERS, OVER 200 BUSINESSES
STATEWIDE. FURTHER, OVER 270 RELIGIOUS CLERGY FROM ACROSS THE STATE
HAVE COME OUT IN SUPPORT OF LB586 ALONG WITH THREE BISHOPS OF THE
FOLLOWING DENOMINATIONS: THE EPISCOPAL CHURCH, THE LUTHERAN
CHURCH...ELCA, AND THE UNITED METHODIST CHURCH. SUCH PROTECTIONS
HAVE BEEN IN PLACE FOR OMAHA FOR FOUR YEARS NOW AND THE CITY OF
OMAHA'S ECONOMY AND RELIGIOUS COMMUNITIES ARE THRIVING. THE WORLD
HAS NOT COLLAPSED. NO BUSINESSES HAVE CLOSED. AND OMAHA IS PROOF
THAT THESE PROTECTIONS WILL NOT INHIBIT PROGRESS OR COMMERCE, BUT
RATHER FOSTER AND GROW IT. HOWEVER, WE SHOULD NOT ENACT LB586
SIMPLY BECAUSE IT WILL ENSURE FINANCIAL OPPORTUNITY AND SUCCESS FOR
OUR STATE, WHICH IT WILL; OR BECAUSE IT PROTECTS THE DIGNITY AND EQUAL
RIGHTS OF ALL NEBRASKANS, WHICH IT DOES; BUT BECAUSE IT IS WHAT IS
RIGHT AND JUST. AND WHILE IN SOME CIRCLES LB586 IS CONTROVERSIAL, |
HAVE FOUND IN MY SHORT TIME ON THIS EARTH THAT RARELY DOING
ANYTHING THAT IS RIGHT IS EASY. ATTITUDES AND PERCEPTIONS ON THIS ISSUE
ARE RAPIDLY CHANGING. AN INDEPENDENT POLL CONDUCTED LAST YEAR
SHOWED THAT OVER 60 PERCENT OF NEBRASKANS ON A TWO-TO-ONE MARGIN
SUPPORT EQUAL PROTECTION EMPLOYMENT PROTECTION FOR LGBT CITIZENS.
IT IS IMPORTANT TO NOTE THAT THIS LAW DOES NOT PROVIDE ADDITIONAL
PROTECTIONS BUT RATHER EQUAL PROTECTION. CURRENTLY, IT'S UNLAWFUL
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NOT TO HIRE SOMEONE BECAUSE THEY ARE FEMALE OR OVER THE AGE OF 40 OR
BASED ON THEIR RACE. BASING EMPLOYMENT DECISIONS ON THESE
CHARACTERISTICS IS UNLAWFUL BECAUSE THESE CHARACTERISTICS ARE
INHERENT TO A PERSON IN WHO THEY ARE. THE SAME IS TRUE FOR LGBT
NEBRASKANS. IT IS INHERENTLY WHO THEY ARE AND THUS FUNDAMENTAL
PROTECTIONS MUST BE PROVIDED. LB586 IS COMMONSENSE LEGISLATION THAT
HELPS DRIVE ECONOMIC GROWTH AND ENSURES WORKING NEBRASKANS ARE
JUDGED ON THE QUALITY OF THEIR WORK AND NOT WHO THEY LOVE. SOME OF
YOU HAVE NOTED THAT YOU DO NOT BELIEVE ANYONE SHOULD BE
DISCRIMINATED AGAINST, INCLUDING LGBT NEBRASKANS, BUT THEY SHOULD
NOT CREATE SPECIAL PROTECTIONS. COLLEAGUES, THOSE WERE THE SAME
ARGUMENTS MADE DURING THE 1960s WHEN BLACK AMERICANS WERE NOT
BEING HIRED OR FIRED BECAUSE OF THEIR RACE. IT WAS THE SAME

SENATOR KRIST: SENATOR MORFELD, 9:30. [LB586]

SENATOR MORFELD: THANK YOU, SENATOR PANSING BROOKS. THANK YOU, MR.
PRESIDENT. | WANT TO MAKE SOMETHING VERY CLEAR. THERE WAS A BIT OF
CONTROVERSY AND | THINK A BIT OF CONFUSION ABOUT THE CURRENT
RELIGIOUS EXEMPTION AS IT FALLS UNDER THE FAIR EMPLOYMENT ACT. WHAT
WE DID WITH THIS COMMITTEE AMENDMENT WAS SIMPLY REMIND PEOPLE
THAT THERE IS CURRENTLY A RELIGIOUS EXEMPTION, ALBEIT PERHAPS SOME
PEOPLE CAN DISAGREE ON HOW STRONG IT IS, BUT THERE IS A CURRENT
RELIGIOUS EXEMPTION TO THE FAIR EMPLOYMENT ACT. AND WITH THAT
EXEMPTION, WE WANTED TO NOTE AND REMIND EVERYBODY THAT IT REMAINS
IN THERE BECAUSE, AS ALL OF US KNOW, IN THE GREEN COPY WE ONLY
INCLUDE THINGS THAT WE CHANGE. AND SO THERE WERE A LOT OF PEOPLE
LOOKING AT THE GREEN COPY WONDERING, IS THERE A RELIGIOUS

SENATOR MORFELD: MR. CLERK, I'D LIKE TO WITHDRAW THAT AND THEN
REPLACE IT WITH SENATOR CAMPBELL'S AMENDMENT. [LB586]

CLERK: MR. PRESIDENT, SENATOR CAMPBELL WOULD MOVE TO AMEND WITH
AM1644. (LEGISLATIVE JOURNAL PAGES 1614-1615.) [LB586]

SENATOR KRIST: SENATOR CAMPBELL, YOU'RE RECOGNIZED TO OPEN ON YOUR
AMENDMENT. [LB586]

SENTIMENTS OF HOW HE HAS HEARD FROM HARDWORKING NEBRASKANS
ABOUT THEIR NEED FOR TAX RELIEF. BUT, COLLEAGUES, WE, TOO, HAVE HEARD
FROM CONSTITUENTS. WE'VE HEARD FROM PROPERTY OWNERS, BUSINESSES,
AND TAXPAYERS ACROSS OUR STATE. AND FOR THAT REASON, MANY OF US
HAVE SUPPORTED LB610 AS A RESPONSIBLE MEANS TO PROVIDING REAL TAX

THAT IS TOO OFTEN SATISFIED BY WHEEL TAXES AND THE EVER-INCREASING
PROPERTY TAX. REGARDLESS, FUNDING ROAD AND BRIDGE INFRASTRUCTURE
NEEDS THROUGH A USER FEE IS GOOD TAX POLICY. AND THAT'S A POSITION,
COLLEAGUES, THAT IS SHARED BY MANY POLICY THINK TANKS. AND WE HAVE
HEARD FROM SOME THEM INCLUDING THE PLATTE INSTITUTE, TAX
FOUNDATION, AND OPENSKY. | WOULD ALSO LIKE TO PAUSE BRIEFLY TO
ADDRESS TAX REGRESSIVITY. WE TOOK THIS POINT UP ON GENERAL FILE AND
MY RESPONSE TODAY IS OWED TO AND DIRECTED TO MY COLLEAGUES THAT
ARE CONSISTENT CHAMPIONS OF THE POOR AND THE UNDERSERVED,
CHAMPIONS SUCH AS SENATOR CHAMBERS, HOWARD, KRIST, CAMPBELL, AND
COOK AND THERE'S MANY OTHERS. WHILE | WILL NOT ARGUE THE POINT OF
REGRESSIVITY IN AND OF ITSELF, I WILL ARGUE THAT THIS FORM OF
INFRASTRUCTURE FUNDING HAS THE LEAST TOTAL IMPACT ON THE POOR OF
ANY VIABLE AND AVAILABLE ALTERNATIVE. FIRST, UNRESOLVED
INFRASTRUCTURE REPAIRS THREATEN COSTLY AND UNEXPECTED AUTOMOTIVE
REPAIRS THAT ARE DEVASTATING TO THE LOW-INCOME AND FIXED-BUDGET
FAMILIES. SECOND, 10 TO 20 PERCENT OF REVENUES FROM THE USER GAS TAX
FUND ARE PAID BY NONRESIDENTS OF OUR STATE. THAT'S A SUBSIDY,
COLLEAGUES, PAID FOR BY OUT-OF-STATE DOLLARS. AND THEN FINALLY AND
MOST IMPORTANT, SEEKING FUNDING OF OUR ROADS AND BRIDGES THROUGH
THE GENERAL FUND, AS OPPOSED TO THE HIGHWAY TRUST FUND, WILL
NECESSARILY, AGAIN, WILL NECESSARILY COMPETE WITH NEEDS SUCH AS
MEDICAID, HHS, AND EDUCATION, AREAS OF FUNDING THAT BENEFIT THOSE IN
OUR SOCIETY WITH THE GREATEST NEED. THERE'S NO QUESTION THAT STATE
AND FEDERAL GAS TAX FUNDS ARE DECLINING IN BOTH REAL AND NOMINAL
DOLLARS. THE PURCHASE POWER OF THE DOLLAR AGAINST SUCH ITEMS AS
STEEL, CONCRETE, AND ASPHALT IS DROPPING DRAMATICALLY. REMEMBER, THE
FEDERAL TAX RATE HAS NOT INCREASED IN 20 YEARS. AND JUST TODAY IN THE
WASHINGTON TIMES HEADLINES, WE READ HOW UNCERTAIN FUTURE FUNDS
ARE FOR FEDERAL FUNDING. STATE FUNDS HAVE ONLY INCREASED ONE CENT IN
20 YEARS. ON TOP OF ALL OF THIS, COLLEAGUES, CONSUMPTION IS ALSO
DROPPING DUE TO INCREASED FUEL EFFICIENCIES, WHILE ALL ALONG
POPULATION AND USE OF OUR ROADS AND BRIDGES IS EVER-INCREASING AND
FEDERAL FUNDING IS BECOMING LESS PREDICTABLE. AS FOR NEEDS,
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REMEMBER, THERE ARE THREE JURISDICTIONS OF BRIDGES AND ROADS IN
NEBRASKA: STATE, COUNTY, AND CITY. THE OMAHA WORLD-HERALD REPORTED
USING DATA FROM THE DOR ITSELF THAT NEARLY $200 MILLION IN BACKLOG OF
WORK EXISTS TO GET ROADS AND BRIDGES UP TO THE MINIMUM LEVELS OF
ACCEPTABLE CONDITION AND THAT THE GAP BETWEEN FUTURE AND FUNDING
BUDGET AND BUDGET NEEDS FOR STATE ROADS AND BRIDGES ARE EXPECTED
TO EXCEED AN ADDITIONAL $50 MILLION ANNUALLY. THAT'S JUST THE STATE
ALONE. BY FAR, RURAL INFRASTRUCTURE IS IN THE GREATEST IMMEDIATE
NEED. THE COUNTIES HAVE IDENTIFIED A BACKLOG NORTH OF $1 BILLION,
INCLUDING APPROXIMATELY $800 MILLION FOR THE ONE OUT OF FOUR BRIDGES
THAT ARE STRUCTURALLY DEFICIENT. SUCH BRIDGES ARE DANGEROUS AND
UNABLE TO MANAGE THE WATER FLOW BENEATH AND THE AXLE WEIGHTS ATOP
THE BRIDGES. COLLEAGUES, | HAVE PASSED OUT SOME PICTURES FOR YOU AND
| ASKED SENATOR EBKE'S PERMISSION TO SHOW THESE PICTURES. THESE ARE
SOME OF HER BRIDGES THAT WERE DESTROYED IN THE STORM THAT WE HAD A
FEW DAYS AGO. THESE WERE DEFICIENT BRIDGES. WHEN BRIDGES ARE
WEAKENED BECAUSE THEY'RE DEFICIENT, THIS IS WHAT HAPPENS--THEY
CANNOT HANDLE THE WATERS. THAT GIVES YOU AN EXAMPLE OF WHAT WE'RE
FACING. NONE OF THOSE BRIDGES DESTROYED WERE NEW OR REPLACED. THOSE
ARE OUR DEFICIENT BRIDGES AND THAT'S WHAT HAPPENS WHEN THEY ARE
WEAKENED. ACCORDING TO A RECENT OMAHA WORLD-HERALD ARTICLE,
OMAHA ALONE, AND NOW WE'RE TALKING ABOUT THE CITIES, OMAHA ALONE
HAS $194 MILLION IN IMMEDIATE CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT NEEDS AND AN
ANNUAL BACKLOG OF $60 MILLION. LINCOLN'S BACKLOG IS BETWEEN $7
MILLION TO $11 MILLION ANNUALLY. SO THAT'S THE FULL PICTURE. GOVERNOR
RICKETTS ASKED TO GIVE HIS NEW DIRECTOR OF ROADS TIME, TIME TO SATISFY
THE NEEDS THROUGH P3 INITIATIVES, ADMINISTRATIVE EFFICIENCIES, AND
REGULATORY FLEXIBILITY. | AM EXCITED TO WORK WITH THE NEW DIRECTOR

OUR STATE'S INFRASTRUCTURE. HOWEVER, TODAY | ASK YOU TO STAND WITH
ME AND TO RESPECTFULLY AND THOUGHTFULLY VOTE TO MAKE LB610 AND

SENATOR FRIESEN: THANK YOU, MR. PRESIDENT. | WANT TO THANK SENATOR
SMITH FOR ALL THE HARD WORK THAT HE HAS DONE AND FOR BRINGING THIS
BILL IN THE FIRST PLACE. WHEN | FIRST GOT HERE AND WAS LOOKING FOR A
PRIORITY BILL, THIS IS ONE THAT POPPED UP AMONGST FOUR OTHERS. FOUR
OTHERS WERE EASY; THIS ONE IS NOT. | DIDN'T COME HERE TO DO EASY THINGS.
WHEN | LOOKED AT THIS BILL, | LOOKED AT IT AND I...MY MAIN MISSION HERE,
AGAIN, WAS PROPERTY TAX RELIEF. THE WAY THIS MONEY IS DISTRIBUTED
DOWN TO THE CITIES AND COUNTIES, AND THOSE THINGS CAN ALWAYS BE
READJUSTED, IF WE HAVE TOO MUCH MONEY IN OUR STATE ROADS

PASSED OUT A...IT WAS IN THE WASHINGTON POST, | BELIEVE, AND IT TALKS
AGAIN ABOUT HOW CONGRESS IS...AND THEIR FUNDING OF THE FEDERAL
PROGRAM. AND IT TALKS ABOUT HOW THE FUNDING FOR HIGHWAY AND BRIDGE
TRANSIT WILL END AT THE...EXPIRE AT THE END OF THE MONTH AND UNLESS
CONGRESS ACTS THERE WILL BE NO NEW OBLIGATIONS FOR FEDERAL AID TO

OF ROADS. IN SOME AREAS WE DON'T HAVE ENOUGH POPULATION, AND I AS A

SENATOR FRIESEN: ... REALIZE--THANK YOU, MR. PRESIDENT--1 REALIZE THAT I
HAVE TO SOMETIMES TRAVEL FURTHER THAN OTHER PEOPLE, BUT | AM
WILLING TO PAY THAT EXTRA COST TO HAVE A GOOD ROAD IN MY
NEIGHBORHOOD. THOSE ARE SOME OF THE COSTS I'M WILLING TO BEAR
BECAUSE | SEE THE RESULTS OF IT. IF | HAVE TO DRIVE MY TRUCK ON A ROUGH,
PITTED, POTHOLED ROAD, IT COSTS ME MORE THAN THE SMALL AMOUNT OF
ROAD TAX THAT IS GOING TO GET INCREASED DOWN THE ROAD. | HOPE YOU ALL
JOIN IN VOTING GREEN ON THIS BILL. THANK YOU. [LB610]

WILL SHOULDER A VERY LARGE LIABILITY PROBLEM. WHEN WE DISCUSSED

SENATOR LARSON: THANK YOU, MR. PRESIDENT. | RISE IN OPPOSITION TO
OVERRIDING THE GOVERNOR'S VETO ON LB610. | HAVE YET TO VOTE FOR LB610.
AND | UNDERSTAND THE CONCEPT. | RECEIVED THE CALLS FROM MY COUNTY
COMMISSIONERS AND SUPERVISORS. WE ALL CARE ABOUT PROPERTY TAXES.
WELL, MY CONCEPT IS, WE DO HAVE TO LOOK AT WAYS TO LOWER PROPERTY
TAXES, BUT RAISING TAXES TO LOWER THEM ISN'T THE WAY TO GO ABOUT THAT.
WHY WOULD | RAISE A TAX TO LOWER ANOTHER? IT'S NOT LIKE WE'RE GETTING
RID OF EXEMPTIONS. WE CAN TALK ABOUT THE FLAT TAX AND THE ECONOMIC
POLICIES AND BENEFITS OF THAT WHEN YOU GET RID OF ALL THE DEDUCTIONS.

FOOLING YOURSELF. IF YOU DON'T THINK IT'S GOING TO HIT THE FARMERS AND
RANCHERS IN OUR DISTRICTS HARDER, SENATOR DAVIS', SENATOR SCHILZ'S,
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AND MINE THE HARDEST, YOU'RE FOOLING YOURSELF, BECAUSE IT IS. IT'S

SENATOR STINNER: THANK YOU, MR. PRESIDENT. MEMBERS OF THE
LEGISLATURE, | RISE IN RESPECTFUL OPPOSITION TO GOVERNOR RICKETTS'
VETO OF THE GAS TAX. | SUPPORTED GOVERNOR RICKETTS IN HIS ELECTION
AND HAVE A GREAT DEAL OF RESPECT FOR HIM AS AN INDIVIDUAL AND LEADER
OF OUR STATE. HOWEVER, THERE ARE TIMES WHEN WE'RE NOT GOING TO
AGREE. THE LEGISLATURE NEVER SEEMS TO RUN OUT OF CHALLENGES AND
THINGS THAT NEED TO BE FIXED. THE GENIUS OF LEADERSHIP IS WHEN THERE
IS A DEFINED PROBLEM, THAT WE CRAFT A PERMANENT AND VIABLE SOLUTION.
SOMETIMES THESE SOLUTIONS ARE NOT POPULAR, BUT IT IS IMPERATIVE THAT
WE DO THE RIGHT THINGS. INTERESTINGLY, THE GAS TAX IS A SOLUTION TO
ADDRESS A DEFINED BIG PROBLEM THAT WE ALL ACKNOWLEDGE EXISTS. IT
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MAY NOT BE POPULAR, BUT IT IS NECESSARY. AS | HAVE STATED BEFORE, | HATE
RAISING TAXES. BUT WHEN | DID RUN FOR OFFICE, THIS WAS ONE OF THE TAXES
THAT | SAID | WOULD CONSIDER BECAUSE | BELIEVE THAT IT'S MORE OF A USE
TAX. AND I DO GET THE FACT THAT IT IS REGRESSIVE IN NATURE AND AFFECTS
THE POOR AND FIXED-INCOME PEOPLE IN A MORE PROFOUND WAY. BUT AS WE
ANALYZE THE OVERALL PROBLEM AND FUNDING GAP NOTED BY SENATOR
SMITH, WE NEED TO FIND A MORE PERMANENT FUNDING SOURCE WHICH IS
STABLE AND MEANINGFUL. ROADS AND BRIDGES DO HAVE A DIRECT IMPACT ON
OUR SAFETY AND A DIRECT IMPACT, POSITIVELY AND NEGATIVELY, ON OUR
ECONOMY. THE FEDERAL HIGHWAY ADMINISTRATION ESTIMATES THAT A
DOLLAR SPENT ON ROAD HIGHWAY AND BRIDGE IMPROVEMENTS RESULTS IN AN
AVERAGE BENEFIT OF $5.20 IN THE FORM OF REDUCED VEHICLE MAINTENANCE
COSTS, REDUCED DELAYS, REDUCED FUEL CONSUMPTION, IMPROVED SAFETY,
REDUCED BRIDGE AND MAINTENANCE COSTS, AND REDUCED EMISSIONS AS A
RESULT OF IMPROVED TRAFFIC FLOWS. A REPORT FROM TRIP, A NATIONAL
TRANSPORTATION RESEARCH GROUP, REPORTS THAT 75 PERCENT OF THE $76
BILLION WORTH OF COMMODITIES DELIVERED ANNUALLY FROM SITES IN
NEBRASKA IS TRANSPORTED BY TRUCKS ON OUR STATE HIGHWAYS. AN
ADDITIONAL 13 PERCENT IS DELIVERED BY PARCEL, U.S. POSTAL SERVICE, OR
COURIER. AND I'LL GO ON TO READ SOME OF THE THINGS THAT TRIP HAS COME
UP WITH SO | CAN SHARE THIS INFORMATION. TWENTY-FOUR PERCENT OF
NEBRASKA'S BRIDGES ARE STRUCTURALLY DEFICIENT OR FUNCTIONALLY
OBSOLETE. VEHICLE TRAVEL ON NEBRASKA'S HIGHWAYS INCREASED 38
PERCENT FROM 1990 TO 2013. NEBRASKA'S POPULATION GREW BY 18 PERCENT
DURING THAT SAME PERIOD OF TIME. VEHICLE TRAVEL ON AMERICA'S
HIGHWAYS INCREASED BY 39 PERCENT FROM 1990 TO 2013, WHILE NEW ROAD
MILEAGE INCREASED BY ONLY 4 PERCENT AND THE NATION'S POPULATION
GREW BY 26 PERCENT. UNDER THE HEADING OF SAFETY ISSUES, ROADWAY
CONDITIONS ARE A SIGNIFICANT FACTOR IN APPROXIMATELY ONE-THIRD OF

THE A BILL WOULD HAVE BEEN DISASTROUS. AND THAT'S HOW I, NORMALLY,
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WILL WEIGH OUT MY OPTIONS AND DO BUSINESS. BUT | TALKED WITH SENATOR
SMITH, WITH THE GOVERNOR, AND WITH OTHERS, AND MY CONCERN IS THIS.
WE HAVE A SYSTEM IN THIS STATE THAT HAS BEEN POLITICALLY CORRUPT IN
TERMS OF FUNDING ROADS. BY CORRUPT, YOU MAY GENERALIZE THAT TO SAY
THAT, IN MY OPINION, AS SENATOR STUTHMAN USED TO SAY, IN MY OPINION,
THERE WAS TOO MUCH EMPHASIS GOING ON FIXING ROADS THAT WERE IN THE
BEST INTEREST OF CERTAIN FOLKS WITHIN THE STRUCTURE, AGAIN, MY
OPINION. I BELIEVE THAT THE COUNTIES AND BELOW, THAT IS THE COUNTIES
AND THE MUNICIPALITIES IN THIS STATE, HAVE A RESPONSIBILITY FOR THOSE
COUNTY ROADS AND THOSE CITY ROADS, THOSE BYPASSES. AND I'M JUST NOT
SURE THEY'RE GETTING THE KIND OF SUPPORT THAT THEY NEED FROM THE
STATE LEVEL. IN A DISCUSSION WITH OTHER FOLKS, | WAS REMINDED THAT IN
OTHER STATES, LIKE KANSAS, THE DOT HAS A DIFFERENT FORMULA IN TERMS
OF TAKING CARE OF ROADS. I'LL ACKNOWLEDGE THAT. AND I'LL ALSO
ACKNOWLEDGE THAT THE PERSON THAT THE GOVERNOR HAS BROUGHT IN,
BEING FROM KANSAS, CAN BRING THAT MENTALITY HERE. BUT | HAVE SAID FOR
THE ENTIRE SIX YEARS | HAVE BEEN HERE, WE DON'T HAVE A DOT. IF WE HAD A
DOT, THE STRUCTURE MAY BE AND MAY LOOK COMPLETELY DIFFERENT. WE
HAVE A DOR. IT'S TOO BIG; IT'S TOO CUMBERSOME. THERE'S TOO MANY
ENGINEERS. AND THE ONE THING I'VE LEARNED IN MY LIFE: TOO MANY
ENGINEERS ARE TROUBLE. SO I'M SURE WE'RE GOING TO STREAMLINE DOR OR
MAYBE EVEN MOVE INTO A MODE OF HAVING A DOT. BUT WE CAN'T ALWAYS SIT
BACK, COLLECT DATA, AND NOT ACT. AND | THINK WHAT WE ARE SEEING AT
TECUMSEH AND CORRECTIONS TODAY IS ANOTHER EXAMPLE OF AN AGENCY
THAT'S TRYING TO TAKE THEIR TIME METHODICALLY AND DO IT RIGHT
WITHOUT ACTING IN A MANNER THAT AVOIDS THE PROBLEMS THAT ARE AT
HAND. AND I'M NOT POINTING ANY FINGERS OR ANY BLAME IN ANYONE IN
CORRECTIONS, BECAUSE THEY ARE MOVING IN A DIRECTION. BUT SOMETIMES
YOU HAVE TO LOOK AT THE DATA THAT YOU HAVE, MAKE SOME CORRECTIONS
ALONG THE WAY, AND THEN CHANGE STRUCTURE TO ACCOMMODATE FURTHER
CHANGE AND FURTHER GROWTH. IT IS FOR ALL OF THOSE REASONS THAT | WILL
SUPPORT THE OVERRIDE MOTION AND THAT THIS LAW WOULD GO INTO EFFECT
NOTWITHSTANDING THE OBJECTIONS OF THE GOVERNOR. THIS IS ONE OF THE
TOUGHEST VOTES YOU WILL MAKE IN THIS BODY, TO TELL THE GOVERNOR OF

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SENATOR BLOOMFIELD: THANK YOU, MR. PRESIDENT. GOOD AFTERNOON,
COLLEAGUES. | RISE IN OPPOSITION TO THE OVERRIDE OF THE GOVERNOR'S
VETO. | HAVE OPPOSED LB610 SINCE ITS INCEPTION. AS SENATOR LARSON SAID,
IT HITS RURAL PEOPLE. | MENTIONED IN EARLIER DEBATE, | BOUGHT A CAR TO
DRIVE BACK AND FORTH DOWN HERE, THE 130 MILES OR SO THAT | GO BACK
AND FORTH. THE CAR GETS ABOUT 30 MILES A GALLON. WHEN I'M INVOLVED IN
THINGS AT HOME OR WHEN | HAVE TO BRING THE PICKUP DOWN, IT'S ABOUT 12
MILES TO THE GALLON. IF | HAPPEN TO HOOK ONTO THE STOCK TRAILER, THAT
DROPS DOWN TO ABOUT EIGHT. COLLEAGUES, RAISING THIS TAX WHEN I'M
TOLD THAT WE HAVE MORE MONEY NOW IN THE DEPARTMENT OF ROADS FOR
REPAIRS THAN WE'VE HAD IN THE LAST 10 YEARS, AND LB84 IS KICKING IN
MONEY NOW THAT WASN'T THERE BEFORE, TO ME DOESN'T SEEM TO MAKE
SENSE. SENATOR McCOY TALKED ABOUT THE PEOPLE THAT DRIVE BACK AND
FORTH TO WORK. COLLEAGUES, YOU TAKE SOMEBODY THAT DRIVES 30 MILES
EACH WAY BACK AND FORTH, 60 MILES A DAY, IF THEY CAN'T AFFORD A NEW,
MORE EFFICIENT VEHICLE, IF THEY ARE DRIVING THE OLD PICKUP, FOUR
GALLONS, FIVE GALLONS A DAY, THAT ADDS UP PRETTY QUICKLY. MAYBE AT
THE END OF THE YEAR IT'S ONLY $80 OR $100 INCREASE. PUT THAT ON TOP OF
THE PROPERTY TAX INCREASE THAT THEY HAVE ALREADY SUFFERED THROUGH,
THE DECLINING PRICES THEY ARE GETTING FOR AGRICULTURAL GOODS, AND
THIS HITS THEM PRETTY HARD. WE HAVE A NEW DIRECTOR OF ROADS COMING
IN. I THINK HE HAS SOME FAIR IDEAS. WE'VE GOT MONEY THERE. PROBABLY NOT
ALL THE MONEY HE WOULD LOVE TO HAVE, BUT THERE IS MORE THERE THAN
THERE HAS BEEN. SO LET'S SEE WHAT HE CAN DO WITH IT. | THINK, AGAIN, PART
OF OUR PROBLEMS, AND I HAVE SPOKEN WITH THE GOVERNOR ABOUT THIS, IS
OVERREGULATION OF OUR COUNTIES, THE BRIDGES THEY HAVE TO PUT IN
WHEN A CULVERT WOULD WORK. | MENTIONED THAT JUST A MILE WEST OF MY
HOUSE THEY PUT IN A THREE-SECTION CEMENT CULVERT, A CEMENT BRIDGE AT
THE COST OF OVER $200,000 TO A STREAM THAT DOESN'T CARRY WATER YEAR-
ROUND. A GOOD CULVERT, A GOOD 48-INCH TUBE WOULD HAVE TAKEN CARE OF
THAT PROBLEM. BUT DUE TO GOVERNMENT REGULATIONS, WE SPENT WAY
MORE THAN WE NEEDED TO. ANOTHER HALF MILE DOWN THAT ROAD, WHICH IS
MINIMUM MAINTENANCE, TO ANOTHER MINIMUM MAINTENANCE ROAD THERE
NOW LAY, THE LAST TIME | WAS PAST THERE, THREE BIG STEEL CULVERTS,
BOXED-IN STEEL CULVERTS, THAT THE COUNTY IS GOING TO HAVE TO PUT IN TO
REPLACE A SMALL 36-INCH TUBE THAT HAS WORKED FOR THE LAST 50, 60
YEARS. BUT UNDER THE REGULATIONS THEY ARE FACED WITH NOW, THEY HAVE
TO PUT IN THREE BECAUSE THERE MIGHT BE A FLOOD ALONG THAT MINIMUM
MAINTENANCE ROAD SOMETIME IN THE NEXT 500 YEARS. COLLEAGUES, IF THEY
HAD A FLOOD EVERY TEN YEARS, THEY COULD REPLACE THAT... [LB610]

SENATOR BLOOMFIELD: ...SMALL TUBE AND BE DONE WITH IT. BUT, NO, WE
HAVE TO BUILD TO THE 500-YEAR PLAN BECAUSE THE CORPS OF ENGINEERS
DECIDES THAT MIGHT BE A NAVIGABLE STREAM OR IT'S CONNECTED TO ONE
WHEN THAT BRIDGE IS PROBABLY 20 MILES...12 MILES FROM ANY STREAM THAT
| COULDN'T WALK OR WADE ACROSS. LET THE NEW GUY COMING IN HAVE A
SHOT AT WHAT HE'S DOING. WE'VE DONE THAT WITH HHS, WE'VE GIVEN SOME
CONSIDERATION TO THE CORRECTIONS GUY, LET'S DO THE SAME THING WITH
THIS NEW FELLOW. LET'S GIVE HIM A CHANCE WITH THE MONEY THAT'S THERE.
THROWING MONEY AT AN ISSUE IS NOT THE ANSWER. WE DON'T PAVE ROADS

SENATOR PANSING BROOKS: THANK YOU, MR. PRESIDENT. | RISE IN SUPPORT OF
THE GAS TAX. INFRASTRUCTURE IS, OBVIOUSLY, VITAL TO OUR ECONOMIC
GROWTH, IT'S HOW WE MOVE PEOPLE AND GOODS AND SERVICES. EVERY
BUSINESS, EVERY FAMILY, EVERY PUBLIC SERVICE ORGANIZATION AND PUBLIC
SAFETY ORGANIZATION IN OUR STATE USE OUR ROADS, OUR BRIDGES,
EVERYTHING. AND WHILE SENATOR McCOY TALKED ABOUT THE FACT THAT HIS
CONSTITUENTS, THAT NOBODY ASKED HIM TO RAISE THE TAXES, | HAD MANY
PEOPLE TALKING ABOUT MAINTAINING OUR PUBLIC SAFETY AND OUR ABILITY
TO GET TO JOBS AND MAINTAINING A GOOD INTRA- AND INTERSTATE SYSTEM
WHICH ALLOWS US TO HAVE INTRASTATE AND INTERSTATE COMMERCE. THOSE

SOMETHING OF IMPORT. BUT THE COST OF NEW TIRES AND BROKEN-DOWN CARS
BECAUSE OF POOR ROADS, THAT ALSO COSTS OUR FAMILIES AND OUR
BUSINESSES A LOT OF DOLLARS. THE U.S. USED TO BOAST THE MOST
SOPHISTICATED AND EFFECTIVE INFRASTRUCTURE IN THE WORLD. | WOULD
ARGUE THAT THAT'S HAPPENING NO LONGER. ARGUABLY, THIS IS A NATIONAL
SECURITY ISSUE. IF WE DON'T HAVE GOOD ROADS AND GOOD INFRASTRUCTURE
TO BE ABLE TO PROTECT OUR STATE AND OUR COMMUNITIES, THAT'S
DEFINITELY A NATIONAL SECURITY ISSUE. THERE'S A REPORT FROM THE SENATE
BUDGET COMMITTEE THAT TALKS ABOUT, AS A PERCENTAGE OF THE GDP, THE
UNITED STATES IS NOW SPENDING LESS ON INFRASTRUCTURE THAN AT ANY
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POINT IN THE LAST 20 YEARS. PRIOR TO THE '80s, WE DEVOTED 3 PERCENT OF
OUR GROSS DOMESTIC PRODUCT ANNUALLY TO PUBLIC INFRASTRUCTURE
SPENDING. OVER THE PAST 20 YEARS, THIS DROP IN INVESTMENT HAS ADDED UP
TO $1.7 TRILLION DEFICIT IN TRANSPORTATION INFRASTRUCTURE INVESTMENT.
THIS IS AFFECTING NEBRASKA JUST AS MUCH AS THE REST OF THE COUNTRY.
MEANWHILE, THE REST OF THE WORLD IS OUTPACING THE UNITED STATES IN
OVERALL INFRASTRUCTURE INVESTMENT. EUROPE SPENDS 5 PERCENT OF ITS
GDP ON INFRASTRUCTURE. CHINA SPENDS 9 PERCENT; CHINA IS TAPPING INTO
VAST ECONOMIC POTENTIAL OF ITS RISING MIDDLE CLASS BY BUILDING RAILS
AND ROADS AND CONNECTING RURAL WORKERS TO THE DENSELY POPULATED
HUBS OF BEIJING AND SHANGHAI. AGAIN, THESE ARE ISSUES OF ECONOMIC
IMPORTANCE TO OUR STATE. ARGUABLY, THESE ARE ISSUES OF NATIONAL
SECURITY. AND IF WE DON'T DO THIS NOW AND PROTECT OUR ROADS AND DO
WHAT WE CAN IN OUR INFRASTRUCTURE, THEN WHEN? AND IF NOT IN THIS WAY,
HOW ELSE? HOW LONG SHOULD WE WAIT? I'D LIKE TO GIVE THE REST OF MY
TIME TO SENATOR CAMPBELL, MR. PRESIDENT. [LB610]

PUBLIC INFRASTRUCTURE. AND TO ME, THAT MAKES A LOT OF SENSE. AND SO,
JUST AS | VOTED ON LB610 IN THE AFFIRMATIVE TO BEGIN WITH, I'M GOING TO
VOTE TO OVERRIDE BECAUSE | THINK IT'S AN EXPRESSION OF LEADERSHIP.

THE FACTS WE WENT OVER...| WENT OVER WHEN WE DEBATED THIS THE FIRST
TIME. BUT REMEMBER, WE'RE IN THE TOP FIVE, NOBODY WILL DENY THAT, THAT
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OUR ROADS ARE RATED. LAST...I HAVEN'T SEEN IT, BUT | WAS TOLD WE'RE...THE
LATEST RATINGS, WE'RE NUMBER TWO, OUR STATE ROADS. WE HAVE TAKEN
GOOD CARE OF OUR ROADS BECAUSE WE HAVE ALREADY PAID HIGH GAS TAX.
JUST RECENTLY IN A YEAR OR TWO WE HAVE ADDED A QUARTER PERCENT
SALES TAX TO THAT. A BIG CHUNK, $75 MILLION, IT'S ESTIMATED, WILL BRING

COST OF A TWO-INCH OVERLAY JUST TO FIX ONE OF OUR ROADS, AND WE'RE
NOT EVEN STARTING WITH BRIDGES YET. WE CAN TALK ABOUT AN AVERAGE
COST SOMEWHERE IN THAT $93,000...$90,000 PER MILE. WHEN | TALK ABOUT
DRIVING, IF I DRIVE 35,000 MILES A YEAR, 15 MILES TO THE GALLON IN MY
PICKUP, IT'S GOING TO COST ME $140. THAT'S NOT GOING TO PAY FOR ONE MILE
OF TWO-INCH RESURFACED BLACKTOP. WE HAVE A HUGE COST HERE. AND THE
REASON OUR COSTS ARE HIGHER MAYBE THAN SOME OTHERS IS WE DON'T
HAVE ENOUGH PEOPLE IN RURAL NEBRASKA DRIVING ON THOSE ROADS. WE
HAVE A LOW POPULATION STATE WITH A LOT OF MILES OF BLACKTORP. IT COSTS

WHEN YOU PUT ON TOP OF THAT THE BRIDGES THAT ARE DEFICIENT AND THE
INCREASED COSTS YEAR AFTER YEAR, WE HAVE A SERIOUS PROBLEM. | DON'T...I
WOULD LOVE WORKING WITH THE NEW DIRECTOR OF THE DEPARTMENT OF
TRANSPORTATION, DEPARTMENT OF ROADS, BUT HE IS NOT GOING TO SOLVE
THE FINANCIAL PROBLEM OF GETTING THESE ROADS FIXED. THANK YOU, MR.

WAIVES. THANK YOU, SENATOR FRIESEN AND SENATOR SMITH. SENATOR

SENATOR NORDQUIST: THANK YOU, MR. PRESIDENT AND MEMBERS. I'VE

SENATOR McCOY CAME JUST A COUPLE OF YEARS AGO WITH LB405, WE DIDN'T
STAND ON THIS FLOOR AND SAY: SENATOR McCOY, WHERE IS YOUR CONCERN
FOR THE ELDERLY WHEN YOU START PUTTING A SALES TAX ON PRESCRIPTION
DRUGS? SENATOR McCOY, WHERE IS YOUR CONCERN FOR FARMERS WHEN YOU
START TAXING EGG INPUTS? SENATOR McCOY, WHERE IS YOUR CONCERN FOR
BUSINESSES WHEN YOU START TAXING INPUTS ON MANUFACTURING? WE DIDN'T
DO THAT. SO LET'S AVOID IT ON THIS BILL. SENATOR BLOOMFIELD SAID WE
DON'T PAVE ROADS WITH DOLLAR BILLS. THAT'S TRUE, THAT'S A FACTUAL
STATEMENT. BUT IT'S ALSO A FACT THAT WHAT WE DO PAVE ROADS WITH COSTS
DOLLAR BILLS. AND WE HAVE A LOT OF PEOPLE...I THINK EVERYONE IN THIS
BODY HAS MADE SOME COMMENT ABOUT THE NEED TO ADDRESS OUR
INFRASTRUCTURE. AND WE'VE HAD PEOPLE POINT TO THE BIG STUDY SENATOR
FISCHER DID IN OMAHA WHICH WAS HELD IN DISTRICT 7 AT THE EMBASSY
SUITES, AND A GREAT HOTEL DOWNTOWN, THAT | ATTENDED. AND THE REPORT
THAT CAME OUT THAT GAVE US A LOT OF RECOMMENDATIONS. AND A VAST,
VAST, VAST MAJORITY OF THOSE RECOMMENDATIONS WERE INCREASED FEES
OR TAXES BECAUSE, AT THE END OF THE DAY, IF WE HAVE TO BUILD AND
MAINTAIN OUR ROADS, IT TAKES DOLLARS TO DO THAT. AND NOBODY ELSE HAS
BROUGHT FORWARD A SENSIBLE ALTERNATIVE EITHER IN OUR STATE OR EVEN
NATIONALLY, AN ALTERNATIVE TO THE GAS TAX. AT THE END OF THE DAY, IT'S

WHICH WOULD BE A PROPERTY TAX INCREASE--DRIVER'S LICENSE FEE
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INCREASE, TIRE TAX, TRAIN TAX, CAR RENTAL TAX, LODGING TAX, INCREASED
OVERWEIGHT PERMITS, ETHANOL TAX, SALES TAX ON FOOD AND SODA TO PAY
FOR ROADS, TOLL ROADS, VEHICLE MILES TRAVELED TAX, OR GAMBLING
EXPANSION. THAT WOULD GO TO SENATOR SCHUMACHER AND SENATOR
LARSON | THINK. BUT THE OPTIONS, QUITE FRANKLY, ARE LIMITED. WHO DO
YOU WANT TO TAX AND HOW MUCH TO PAY FOR THE ROADS THAT WE NEED IN

CARRIED THAT LABEL OF HOMOSEXUAL WERE TREATED, MISTREATED. AND AT

AND I'M LOOKING AT AN EDITION OF U.S. NEWS AND WORLD REPORT. WOMEN
WHO ARE IN SAME-SEX COUPLE RELATIONSHIPS AND IN THE LABOR FORCE
TEND TO MAKE FAR MORE MONEY THAN SIMILAR MONEY...WOMEN IN
HETEROSEXUAL COUPLES. | MEAN, THAT...THAT'S PRETTY AMAZING. SO I'M JUST
NOT BUYING THAT, JEEZ, THESE POOR, DOWNTRODDEN PEOPLE, THEY JUST

I'LL TELL YOU WHAT, IF THEY'RE MAKING ALL THIS MONEY,
THEY'RE NOT HAVING TROUBLE GETTING JOBS, AND IF THEY'RE AT THIS LEVEL

TALKING ABOUT HERE IS THE FUTURE VISION FOR OUR STATE AND WHERE WE
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WANT TO GO. AND IT SOUNDS TO ME AS THOUGH THE CHAMBER OF COMMERCE
THINKS THAT THIS HELPS MOVE THE HEALTH AND WELL-BEING AND ECONOMY
OF OUR STATE FORWARD. SO MR. BOHRER SAYS, EARLIER THIS SESSION |
PROVIDED SUPPORTIVE TESTIMONY ON BEHALF OF THE LINCOLN CHAMBER AT
THE HEARING ON LB586 TO PROMOTE...TO PROHIBIT DISCRIMINATION BASED ON

CASE IS, IT'S ACTUALLY HOSANNA-TABOR LUTHERAN CHURCH AND SCHOOL v.
EQUAL EMPLOYMENT OPPORTUNITY COMMISSION. IT WAS DECIDED JUST A
YEAR OR TWO AGO AND THERE'S A GOOD RECAP, ACTUALLY, ON SCOTUSBLOG.
AND IT PROVIDES A LOT OF THOSE DEFINITIONS THAT SENATOR McCOY WAS
CURIOUS ABOUT. I'D LIKE TO ALSO NOTE THAT IN TERMS OF WHERE THE
LANGUAGE FROM THE AMENDMENT CAME FROM, IT ACTUALLY CAME FROM

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SENATOR BRASCH: THANK YOU, MR. PRESIDENT, AND THANK YOU,
COLLEAGUES. | WOULD LIKE TO GIVE CREDIT TO SENATOR CRAIGHEAD THIS
MORNING. | THINK HER WORDS WERE VERY BOLD AND VERY ON TASK THAT
WE'RE MAKING A PROBLEM HERE, THAT THE MAJORITY, IF NOT GREATER THAN

HOSANNA-TABOR UNITED STATES SUPREME COURT DECISION BECAUSE | WAS
ABOUT TO BRING IT UP. AND FOR THE BENEFIT OF THE MEMBERS--YOU COULD
LOOK THIS UP ON YOUR OWN--THE HOSANNA SUPREME COURT CASE WAS VERY

THE MINISTERIAL EXCEPTION YOU'RE READING FROM, WHICH WAS WRITTEN BY
ROBERTS, BUT THE CASE TALKS ABOUT ANY EMPLOYEE CONSIDERED TO BE
ADVANCING THE RELIGIOUS MISSION...IN THE CASE, THE OPINION DISMISSED
THE PETITION OF LIMITING ANY MINISTERIAL EXCEPTION SOLELY TO WORKERS
WHO PERFORM EXCLUSIVELY RELIGIOUS FUNCTIONS. AND, YES, IT WAS
WRITTEN BY ROBERTS IN 2012. THE POINT OF THAT CASE IS THAT THERE ARE
MINISTERIAL EXCEPTIONS. IT'S WELL ACCEPTED IN LAW. AND IT'S JUST SO
INTERESTING HOW WE GO FROM ONE THING WHERE WE'RE TALKING TO PEOPLE
AND THEY'RE LIKE, OH, THERE'S NO RELIGIOUS EXCEPTION, OH, WELL, THERE'S

RACISM AGAINST THE BODY, ALTHOUGH | WOULDN'T PUT THAT AGAINST HIM AT
SOME POINT. BUT THOSE DISCUSSIONS AND THOSE STORIES HE USES AS A
MEANS OF TEACHING. WE HAVE JUST PAID IN THE PAST WEEK HUNDREDS OF

TO KIND OF RETURN THIS BACK TO...IT'SGETTING A LITTLE EMOTIONAL. AND |
UNDERSTAND THAT BECAUSE THIS IS AN EMOTIONAL ISSUE. BUT, YOU KNOW, I'M
GOING TO TAKE YOU BACK TO A STUDY THAT SAYS EVERY DAY GAY AND
TRANSGENDER EMPLOYEES FACE ALARMINGLY HIGH RATES OF
DISCRIMINATION IN THE WORKPLACE. FOR INSTANCE, ACCORDING TO THE
WILLIAMS INSTITUTE, A THINK TANK OUT OF THE UNIVERSITY OF CALIFORNIA-

RECEIVING A NEGATIVE JOB EVALUATION. AND 20 PERCENT REPORTED BEING
HARASSED VERBALLY OR IN WRITING ON THE JOB BECAUSE THEY ARE GAY OR
TRANSGENDER. TRANSGENDER PEOPLE, IN PARTICULAR, FACE
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EXTRAORDINARILY HIGH RATES OF EMPLOYMENT DISCRIMINATION. NINETY
PERCENT OF TRANSGENDER INDIVIDUALS IN A 2011 SURVEY REPORTED
ENCOUNTERING SOME FORM OF HARASSMENT OR MISTREATMENT ON THE JOB
OR TOOK ACTIONS TO AVOID IT. FORTY-SEVEN PERCENT OF THOSE INDIVIDUALS
EXPERIENCED SOME SORT OF ADVERSE JOB OUTCOME, INCLUDING 26 PERCENT
WHO WERE FIRED OR FORCED INTO RANKS OF UNEMPLOYMENT DUE TO
GENDER IDENTITY DISCRIMINATION. NOW I'VE HEARD TWO ARGUMENTS HERE
TODAY. THE FIRST ONE I'LL REFER TO AS THE DROUGHT THEORY, WHICH IS THAT
"NOT REALLY A PROBLEM, YOU KNOW, NOBODY HAS REALLY FILED A LAWSUIT
ON THIS." AND THE SECOND IS THE FLOOD: WE ARE GOING TO BE INUNDATED
WITH LAWSUITS AND WHAT ARE WE GOING TO DO AND HOW ARE WE GOING TO
KNOW WHAT THE DEFINITIONS ARE AND WHAT IS THE PLAIN MEANING OF THAT
WORD AND LITIGATION AND EXPENSE TO EMPLOYMENT. WELL, | THINK THE
TRUTH IS PROBABLY SOMEWHERE IN THE MIDDLE. YOU KNOW, WE'VE TALKED A
LOT ABOUT RACE AND SEX DISCRIMINATION. AND IN CALIFORNIA THEY HAVE
ALL THREE. THEY HAVE IT BASED ON...YOU CAN'T DISCRIMINATE BASED ON
SEXUAL IDENTITY, TRANSGENDER OR SEXUAL IDENTITY OR PREFERENCE. THEY
HAVE SEX AND RACE. THEN YOU HAVE 1,200 SUITS--1,200--BASED ON SEXUAL
IDENTITY AND ORIENTATION. NOW THAT SEEMS LIKE A LOT. BUT WHEN YOU
COMPARE THAT TO THE 11,500 FOR RACE AND 13,800 FOR SEX, RESPECTIVELY, IT
PUTS IT IN CONTEXT. SO WILL THERE BE SOME LAWSUITS? PROBABLY, BUT THAT
PROBABLY MEANS USUALLY WHERE THERE'S SMOKE THERE'S FIRE, AND | DON'T
THINK WE WANT TO BE KNOWN AS A STATE WHERE WE ALLOW DISCRIMINATION
OF THIS SORT TO EXIST. I'M GOING TO GO BACK TO AGAIN THIS AMICUS BRIEF

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SENATOR HARR: THANK YOU. OUR EMPLOYEES ARE OUR MOST VALUABLE

CITIZENS. THE RESULT IS THAT EVEN A SMALL DIFFERENCE IN HOW PEOPLE ARE
TREATED CONVEYS A STRONG MESSAGE ABOUT THEIR PERCEIVED RELATIVE
VALUE. DIVERSITY PROVIDES MANY BENEFITS BUT MUST BE WELL MANAGED
WITHIN EACH ORGANIZATION. IN 2011, AN INTERVIEW STUDY PRESENTED

DISTRICT. | REPRESENT DISTRICT 45, WHICH IS HOME TO ONE OF OUR LARGEST
EMPLOYERS IN THE STATE WITH OVER A $1 BILLION ECONOMIC IMPACT: OFFUTT
AIR FORCE BASE. WE HAVE OFFUTT AIR FORCE BASE IN OUR STATE. AND SO ONE
OF OUR OBLIGATIONS, | FEEL, IS TO MAKE OUR STATE A GOOD STATE FOR OUR
AIRMEN AND THEIR FAMILIES WHEN THEY'RE STATIONED HERE. THEY ARE

IT'S ALWAYS AGAINST PEOPLE WHO CANNOT HELP THEMSELVES BECAUSE THEY
ARE BULLIES AND THEY ARE COWARDLY. THAT'S WHAT THEY ARE AND THAT'S
WHAT THEY DO. [LB586]

SENATOR KRIST: ONE MINUTE. [LB586]

SENATOR CHAMBERS: AND I WILL SAY IT ON THIS FLOOR BECAUSE IT'S NEEDED
TO BE SAID. THEY ARE NOT SHY ABOUT EXPRESSING THEIR WRONGFUL
COMMENTS, SO I'M NOT GOING TO BE SHY ABOUT TAKING THEM TO TASK. SOME
OF THE PEOPLE AROUND HERE SLURP UP THE FOOD OF THE LOBBYISTS AND

THEY COME OVER HERE AND SAY, THESE POOR PEOPLE, THEY...THAT'S THE
NANNY STATE, THEY DON'T NEED ANYTHING, THE GOVERNMENT DOESN'T NEED
TO TAKE CARE OF THEM. [LB586]

SENATOR CHAMBERS: TIME FOR WHAT? OH, EXCUSE ME, MR. PRESIDENT. [LB586]

SENATOR KRIST: (LAUGHTER) THANK YOU, SENATOR CHAMBERS. SENATOR
MORFELD, YOU'RE RECOGNIZED. [LB586]

SENATOR MORFELD: THANK YOU, MR. PRESIDENT. TIME TO GIVE SENATOR
CHAMBERS FIVE MORE MINUTES. | YIELD MY TIME TO SENATOR CHAMBERS.

SENATOR KRIST: (LAUGHTER) SENATOR CHAMBERS, YOU'RE RECOGNIZED.

SENATOR CHAMBERS: THANK YOU, MR. MORFELD...SENATOR MORFELD. THANK

| OBSERVE. | OBSERVE. | DON'T EAT OFF THE LOBBYISTS. BUT I'M ALWAYS
WILLING TO SAY THAT THE PEOPLE WHO ARE HUNGRY OUGHT TO BE HELPED BY
THOSE WHO HAVE GOT PLENTY TO EAT. YOU KNOW WHY | DON'T HAVE TO WEAR

THE ONE CONDEMNING PEOPLE WHO GENUINELY KNOW WHAT HUNGER IS. YOU
KNOW WHAT HUNGER IS FOR SOME OF THESE "CAPTAIN LUNCH-HUNTERS" AND
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"LIEUTENANT HUNGRY" IS? DO YOU KNOW WHAT HUNGER IS FOR THEM? IF
THERE'S A LUNCH SERVED BY THE LOBBYISTS, THEN THE TIME BETWEEN THE
LUNCH AND THE TIME WHEN THE DINNER IS SERVED. AND THEY HAVE THE
NERVE TO STAND ON THIS FLOOR AND SPEAK AGAINST THE POOR. THAT'S WHAT
IS CONTEMPTIBLE. THAT IS WHAT IS IMMORAL. AND IT'S WHY | DON'T HAVE ANY
USE FOR ANYTHING THEY SAY AND | HAVE NO RESPECT FOR THEM. THEN
THEY'RE GOING TO TRY TO ACT LIKE THEY KNOW SO MUCH. | WAS
LISTENING...BY THE WAY, THIS IS A DISCONNECT, BUT | WAS LISTENING TO
SENATOR KINTNER READING 22 COMMENTS FROM PRESIDENT OBAMA THAT
SHOWED HE KNEW THAT WHAT HE WAS SUGGESTING WITH REFERENCE TO
TAKING CARE OF THESE CHILDREN WAS UNCONSTITUTIONAL. AND I LISTENED
TO HIM. HE'S READING WORD FOR WORD EACH ONE OF THESE STATEMENTS.
THEN HE GETS TO ANOTHER ONE AND HE STARTED READING IT. AND | COULD
SEE WHEN HE STOPPED IT WASN'T GOING WHERE HE WANTED, SO HE SAID,
WELL, HERE HE WAS TALKING ABOUT...AND HE BEGAN TO INTERPRET.

SHE SAID WAS. AND WHEN | WAS LISTENING TO HER, IT DIDN'T EVEN MAKE
SENSE TO ME. IF ANYTHING, IT SHOULD HAVE PUT HER ON THE SIDE OF THIS
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BILL BECAUSE OF THE KIND OF DISCRIMINATION THAT'S OUT THERE. NOW WHY
IS IT THAT THEY CAN SAY ALL THESE THINGS OPENLY? [LB586]

SENATOR CHAMBERS: THEY CAN BE SO CRITICAL OF PEOPLE WHO HAVE NO
VOICE HERE, THEN THEY ARE NOT TO BE TAKEN TO TASK. WHAT THEY SAID IS
NOT TO BE ANALYZED. | WANT PEOPLE TO KNOW THAT I'M SEPARATED FROM
ALL OF THAT NONSENSE. LISTEN TO THEM THE REST OF THE SESSION.
WHENEVER THEY TALK, THEY'RE GOING TO BE TRYING TO PUT SOMEBODY
DOWN. I'M GLAD THAT MANY OF MY COLLEAGUES HERE WHO ARE SPEAKING

SENATOR CHAMBERS: YOU SAID TIME? [LB586]

SENATOR KRIST: YES, SIR. [LB586]

CHAMBERS, SENATOR MORFELD SAYS THAT YOU ARE DOING AN EXCELLENT JOB
AND HE WOULD LIKE YOU TO CONTINUE, AND SO WOULD I. [LB586]

SENATOR KRIST: SENATOR CHAMBERS, 4:40. [LB586]
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SENATOR CHAMBERS: THANK YOU, MR. PRESIDENT. THANK YOU, SENATOR
BOLZ. MEMBERS OF THE LEGISLATURE, YOU ALL HAVE HEARD THE STORY OF
THE ELEPHANT MAN, JOHN MERRICK. HE HAD THESE TUMOROUS GROWTHS,
AND THEY WERE SO STRONG THEY CAUSED HIS SKULL TO BE MISSHAPEN. SO HE
WORE A HIDEOUS, GROTESQUE HOOD THAT WAS MADE FOR HIM OUT OF A PIECE
OF BURLAP WITH ONE BIG PIECE CUT OUT SO THAT HE COULD SEE. AND IT
AFFECTED THE WAY HE WALKED AND HE WALKED WITH KIND OF A SHUFFLING,
LIMPING GAIT. AND THEY HAD HIM IN FREAK SHOWS AND THERE WAS A MOVIE

SENATOR CHAMBERS: TAKING HANDOUTS, EATING WITH THE LOBBYISTS, YOU
OUGHT TO BE ASHAMED OF YOURSELF. YOU OUGHT TO HAVE TOO MUCH PRIDE,
EVEN IF IT'S FALSE PRIDE. THEN YOU'RE GOING TO COME HERE AND CONDEMN
PEOPLE. YOU OUGHT TO BE ASHAMED, BUT YOU HAVE NO SHAME. IT'S SO EASY
TO HURT OTHERS WHEN YOU CAN FEEL NO PAIN. AND YOU LIKE TO INFLICT
PAIN. | WONDER HOW MANY OF YOU STUCK PINS IN BEETLES' EYES AND PULLED
THE WINGS OFF BUTTERFLIES. THAT WHAT YOU DID AS A CHILD? THAT'S HOW
YOU GOT YOUR JOLLIES AS A CHILD? NOW YOU TAKE IT TO THE ADULT LEVEL
AND YOU PICK HUMAN BEINGS WHO HAVE NOT HARMED YOU AT ALL, DON'T
EVEN KNOW YOU, AND YOU WANT TO DO ALL YOU CAN TO MAKE THEIR LIFE AS
MISERABLE, AS DIFFICULT AS POSSIBLE. NOBODY IS SAYING YOU HAVE TO HAVE

MUCH ATTENTION TO THE THINGS THAT THEY ATTRIBUTED TO JESUS, WHETHER
JESUS REALLY LIVED OR NOT: AS YOU WOULD THAT MEN SHOULD DO UNTO
YOU, DO EVEN SO TO THEM LIKEWISE. BUT YOU DON'T DO IT. NEXT TIME YOU

SENATOR KRIST: SENATOR MORFELD, 5:00. [LB586]

SENATOR MORFELD: THANK YOU, MR. PRESIDENT. THANK YOU, SENATOR
CRAWFORD, FOR YIELDING YOUR TIME. | KNOW THAT I'M PROBABLY GOING TO
BE THE LAST PERSON SPEAKING TONIGHT, AS AT 6:00 WE'RE TRANSITIONING
OVER TO THE NEXT ROUND OF DEBATE ON DIFFERENT BILLS ON THE SPEAKER
PRIORITIES. | DO WANT TO TELL EVERYBODY THAT | APPRECIATE THE ROBUST
DEBATE, THE GOOD QUESTIONS, AND THE DISCUSSION TONIGHT. AND | ALSO AM
AWARE THAT WE ARE AT A POINT WHERE WE NEED TO GO BACK TO THE
DRAWING BOARD A LITTLE BIT, SIT DOWN WITH SOME INDIVIDUALS AND
DECIDE WHAT STEPS TO TAKE NEXT, AND THAT WE'RE WILLING TO WORK WITH
BOTH THE OPPONENTS AND SOME OF THE PROPONENTS THAT MAY HAVE

ON BOARD WITH THIS, NOT ONLY IN NAME. BUT THEIR BUSINESS LEADERS,
THEIR BOARDS, THEIR BUSINESSES THAT THEY REPRESENT HAVE COME OUT
STRONGLY, BECAUSE THEY UNDERSTAND THE VALUE OF THIS. AND | HOPE THAT
AS WE END DEBATE TONIGHT AND AS WE END THE SESSION, THAT WE TAKE A
LONG, HARD LOOK AT OURSELVES AND HOW WE WANT NOT ONLY FOR US TO
VOTE AND BE ABLE TO GO TO SLEEP AT NIGHT, BUT THEN ALSO HOW DO WE
WANT THE PERCEPTION OF THE STATE OF NEBRASKA TO BE. I'VE HAD FAR TOO
MANY FRIENDS, GOOD FRIENDS, LEAVE THIS STATE WHO ARE INCREDIBLY
SUCCESSFUL ELSEWHERE NOW BECAUSE WE LACK FUNDAMENTAL
PROTECTIONS TO PROTECT NOT JUST ANYBODY, NOT JUST AN ANONYMOUS
PERSON, BUT OUR SONS AND OUR DAUGHTERS, OUR GRANDDAUGHTERS AND
OUR GRANDSONS. AND I WANT TO BE CLEAR ABOUT THE OPPOSITION TO THIS
BILL. A LOT OF THE CITES THAT WE'VE HAD TODAY HAVE BEEN SURFACE LEVEL
NEWS ARTICLE, DEBUNKED RESEARCH, AND OUTDATED CASE LAW, OR, QUITE
FRANKLY, A COMPLETE MISREADING OF THE CASE LAW. THE RELIGIOUS
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EXEMPTION THAT WE BROUGHT TODAY THAT SENATOR McCOY CITED WAS
ACTUALLY CRAFTED OUT OF THAT CASE. IT WAS CRAFTED IN RESPONSE TO
THAT CASE TO PROVIDE VERY SPECIFIC DEFINITIONS AND SO THAT IT WAS NOT
VAGUE, WHICH WAS THE PROBLEM IN HOSANNA-TABOR. SO | WOULD LIKE TO
NOTE THAT THE REASON WHY WE HAVE SOME OF THESE DIFFERENT CASES IN
THIS LITIGATION IS BECAUSE THERE'S AN ACTUAL PROBLEM. AND BEFORE |
END, 1 JUST WANT TO RESTATE THE DIFFERENT HEADLINES THAT HAVE
EXEMPLIFIED THIS PROBLEM OVER THE LAST YEAR: OMAHA WORLD-HERALD,
"SURVEY OF LGBT NEBRASKANS FINDS 'DISTURBINGLY HIGH LEVELS' OF
DISCRIMINATION"; OMAHA WORLD-HERALD, OMAHA LIBRARIES DIRECTOR'S
NEW JOB A 'GREAT OPPORTUNITY, BUT HE SAYS NEBRASKA GAY RIGHTS STANCE

THAT HAVE BEEN ON THE MARKET FOR YEARS AND THEY'VE KIND OF GONE
AWAY FROM THOSE BECAUSE OF THEIR SAFETY CHALLENGES? [LB231]
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SENATOR SMITH: WELL, I'M GOING TO DO MY BEST TO DESCRIBE, SENATOR. THE
SAFETY COMPONENTS, THE SAFETY FEATURES OF THIS PUT IT MORE IN LINE
WITH AN AUTOMOBILE THAN WITH A MOTORCYCLE, WHICH THAT THREE-
WHEEL ATV WOULD BE SIMILAR TO, IN THAT YOU SIT ASTRADDLE TO THE
MOTOR OR THE ENGINE OR THE FUEL TANK. THIS ALSO HAS THE ROLL CAGE,
THE ANTILOCK BRAKES, THE SEAT BELT SYSTEM, ALL THOSE COMPONENTS OF
SAFETY THAT ARE SIMILAR TO AN AUTOMOBILE. IT SIMPLY HAS THREE WHEELS

SENATOR KOLTERMAN: THANK YOU. THE REASON | QUESTION THAT IS | HAVE A
LOT OF FRIENDS THAT HAVE BEEN ON THREE WHEEL-TYPE OF VEHICLES AND
THEY'RE VERY SUSCEPTIBLE TO ACCIDENTS AND TIP OVER AND PEOPLE BREAK
THEIR LEGS. | UNDERSTAND THAT WE HAVE A BODY AROUND THIS, BUT TO ME
THE STABILITY OF A THREE-WHEELER IS PRETTY SLIM. | KNOW THERE'S
MOTORCYCLES, BUT I'M A LITTLE BIT LIKE SENATOR CHAMBERS. IT SCARES ME
A LITTLE BIT FROM THE PERSPECTIVE OF A SAFETY ISSUE. THANK YOU. [LB231]

SENATOR KRIST: THANK YOU, SENATOR KOLTERMAN AND SENATOR SMITH.
SENATOR BLOOMFIELD, YOU'RE RECOGNIZED. [LB231]

SENATOR BLOOMFIELD: THANK YOU AGAIN, MR. PRESIDENT. COLLEAGUES, IF
YOU LOOK AT THIS ELIO MOTOR, AND I DON'T KNOW ABOUT THE REST OF THEM,
THIS HAS THE TWO WHEELS IN FRONT INSTEAD OF ONE. TWO WHEELS IN FRONT
AFFORDS A LOT MORE STABILITY THAN ONE IN FRONT AND TWO IN BACK

STABLE. AND | SEE NO REASON TO THINK THIS VEHICLE WOULDN'T BE SAFE.
YOU KNOW, | CERTAINLY THINK IT WOULD BE SAFE IN TOWN, BUT | DON'T
BELIEVE WE OUGHT TO BAN IT FROM THE INTERSTATES. THAT'S THE SAFEST
PLACE TO DRIVE A VEHICLE, WITH BE IT 2 WHEELS, 3 WHEELS, 4 WHEELS, OR 18.
YOU'RE BETTER OFF ON THE INTERSTATE. BUT | THINK THIS LITTLE VEHICLE
WOULD BE ALL RIGHT. | THINK IT WOULD BE WONDERFUL IF WE COULD
ATTRACT A PLANT HERE TO NEBRASKA TO ACTUALLY BUILD THEM. THANK YOU

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SENATOR SMITH: THANK YOU, MR. PRESIDENT. AND | APPRECIATE SENATOR
BLOOMFIELD'S LAST COMMENTS, VERY REASONABLE. | THINK HE NAILED IT
PRETTY WELL. WE ALSO HEARD FROM SENATOR SCHUMACHER THAT POINTED
OUT, AND ACTUALLY SENATOR GLOOR CAME OVER TO ME AND POINTED ME TO

THERE ARE COMMITTEE AMENDMENTS, MR. PRESIDENT. (AM487, LEGISLATIVE

SENATOR KRIST: SENATOR WATERMEIER, YOU'RE RECOGNIZED TO OPEN ON
LB539. [LB539]

SENATOR WATERMEIER: THANK YOU, MR. PRESIDENT. GOOD EVENING,
NEBRASKA AND OTHER MEMBERS. TO START OFF WITH, | WOULD LIKE TO
THANK THE SPEAKER FOR MAKING THIS A SPEAKER PRIORITY BILL. LB539 WAS
BROUGHT TO ME BY THE STATE AUDITOR JANSSEN AND IT ADDRESSES NEEDS TO
HIS OFFICE AND OF OUR LEGISLATIVE AUDIT OFFICE. THE BILL WOULD BETTER
EQUIP BOTH OFFICES TO CARRY OUT THEIR RESPECTIVE TASKS BY ENSURING
THAT THEY ARE EQUALLY EMPOWERED TO REQUIRE AUDITED ENTITIES TO
RESPOND IN A TIMELY MANNER FOR REQUESTS OF AUDITED INFORMATION.
SPECIFICALLY, LB539 DOES TWO THINGS. FIRST, IT REQUIRES AN AUDITED
ENTITY TO RESPOND TO A REQUEST FOR AN AUDIT INFORMATION WITHIN
THREE BUSINESS DAYS OF THE REQUEST. THIS LANGUAGE IS MODELED ON OUR
CURRENT PUBLIC RECORDS LAW. UNDER LB539, THE RESPONSE CAN EITHER BE:
ONE, TO PROVIDE THE REQUESTED INFORMATION; TWO, TO DECLINE TO
PROVIDE THE INFORMATION BECAUSE BY LAW IT MAY NOT BE PROVIDED, IN
WHICH CASE THE RESPONSE MUST EXPLAIN WHY THE INFORMATION MAY NOT
BE TURNED OVER TO THE AUDITORS; OR THE THIRD RESPONSE, TO STATE THAT
THE AUDITED ENTITY NEEDS ADDITIONAL TIME TO RESPOND BECAUSE OF THE
DIFFICULTY OR THE EXTENSIVENESS OF THE REQUEST. IN THAT CASE, THE
AUDITED ENTITY MUST PROVIDE THE INFORMATION WITHIN THREE WEEKS.
THESE DEADLINES ARE NEEDED BECAUSE CURRENTLY THE LAWS GRANTING
BOTH THE LEGISLATIVE AUDIT OFFICE AND THE AUDITOR OF PUBLIC ACCOUNTS
ACCESS TO NEEDED AUDIT INFORMATION DO NOT SPECIFY WHEN SUCH
INFORMATION MUST BE MADE AVAILABLE. WHILE THERE CAN BE GOOD
REASONS AN AGENCY IS UNABLE TO PROVIDE THIS INFORMATION WITHIN A DAY
OR TWO OF AN AUDITOR'S REQUEST, IT IS ALSO POSSIBLE FOR AN AGENCY TO
UNNECESSARILY DELAY AN AUDIT BY NOT PROVIDING THE INFORMATION IN A
TIMELY FASHION. ON THAT POINT, | WANT TO MAKE IT CLEAR FOR THE RECORD
THAT THE LEGISLATIVE INTENT IS THAT THE AUDITORS WILL BE REASONABLE
IN THEIR EXPECTATIONS ABOUT HOW QUICKLY THEY CAN GET INFORMATION
NEEDED FOR THE AUDIT, AND THAT THE AUDITED ENTITY WILL BE REASONABLE
IN PROVIDING THE REQUESTED INFORMATION AS QUICKLY AS IT IS ABLE TO DO
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SO. WE DEFINITELY DO NOT EXPECT AUDITED ENTITIES TO RESPOND TO EVERY
REQUEST FOR INFORMATION BY SAYING IT WILL TAKE THREE WEEKS TO
COMPLETE IT. SHOULD WE FIND THAT...THAT HAPPENING, WE WILL NEED TO
REVISIT THIS ISSUE. LB539 ALSO ADDS A PENALTY PROVISION TO THE AUDITOR
OF PUBLIC ACCOUNTS FOR WILLFUL FAILURE TO MEET THE NEW DEADLINES.
THE LEGISLATIVE AUDIT OFFICE STATUTES ALREADY CONTAIN SUCH A PENALTY.
THE SECOND PART OF LB539 IS TO PROHIBIT RETALIATORY PERSONNEL ACTION
AGAINST GOVERNMENT EMPLOYEES WHO COOPERATE WITH THE AUDITORS.
THE LEGISLATIVE PERFORMANCE AUDIT STATUTES ALREADY PROHIBIT
RETALIATION AGAINST AN EMPLOYEE WHO PARTICIPATES IN A PERFORMANCE
AUDIT, BUT THIS BILL IMPROVES THE EXISTING LANGUAGE BY MAKING IT MORE
LIKE LANGUAGE CONTAINED IN THE STATE GOVERNMENT EFFECTIVENESS ACT,
COMMONLY KNOWN AS THE WHISTLE-BLOWER ACT. THE BILL WOULD ALSO
ADD THE RETALIATION "PROHIBITATION" TO THE AUDITOR OF PUBLIC
ACCOUNTS STATUTES AND IT WOULD ADD A PENALTY PROVISION TO BOTH
OFFICES' STATUTES. IT IS IMPORTANT TO HAVE THESE PROTECTIONS FOR EACH
AUDIT OFFICE BECAUSE THE CURRENT WHISTLE-BLOWER ACT DOES NOT COVER
ALL OF THE AUDIT SITUATIONS. THE GREEN COPY OF LB539 CONTAINED ONE
ADDITIONAL PROVISION TO CLARIFY THAT BOTH AUDIT OFFICES MAY REVIEW,
BUT NOT DISCLOSE, MATERIALS DEEMED SUBJECT TO ATTORNEY-CLIENT
PRIVILEGE. HOWEVER, THE COMMITTEE AMENDMENT WILL REMOVE THAT
PROVISION. THE COMMITTEE AMENDMENT WOULD ALSO ADD THE PROVISIONS
OF SEVERAL OTHER BILLS RELATING TO THE STATE AUDITOR AND | AM IN
SUPPORT OF THESE PROVISIONS AS WELL. THANK YOU, MR. PRESIDENT. [LB539]

SENATOR MURANTE: THANK YOU, MR. PRESIDENT. MEMBERS, GOOD EVENING.
LB539 WAS HEARD BY THE GOVERNMENT, MILITARY AND VETERANS AFFAIRS
COMMITTEE ON FRIDAY, FEBRUARY 6, AND WAS ADVANCED OUT OF COMMITTEE
WITH UNANIMOUS SUPPORT. LB539 WAS AMENDED TO ADD LANGUAGE FROM
LB503 STATING THAT THE AUDITOR OF PUBLIC ACCOUNTS MAY ISSUE
SUBPOENAS TO COMPEL THE ATTENDANCE OF WITNESSES AND THE
PRODUCTION OF ANY PAPERS, BOOKS, ACCOUNTS, DOCUMENTS, TESTIMONY,
AND MAY DISPOSE...AND MAY DEPOSE WITNESSES. SHOULD A PERSON REFUSE
TO COMPLY WITH A SUBPOENA, A COURT ORDER MAY BE REQUESTED. THE
AMENDMENT INCLUDES LANGUAGE FROM LB552 WHICH STATES THAT THE
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AUDITOR OF PUBLIC ACCOUNTS OR HIS OR HER DESIGNEE MAY, BUT IS NOT
REQUIRED, TO ATTEND A WRITTEN REVIEW OF ALL AUDIT, ACCOUNTING, OR
FINANCIAL REPORTS OF A POLITICAL SUBDIVISION, INCLUDING PUBLIC
RETIREMENT SYSTEM PLAN REPORTS. THE AMENDMENT CLARIFIES THAT IT
WILL CONTINUE TO BE OPTIONAL FOR THE AUDITOR TO PREPARE A WRITTEN
REVIEW OF THE PUBLIC RETIREMENT SYSTEM PLAN REPORTS THAT MUST BE
SUBMITTED TO THE STATE AUDITOR AND TO THE NEBRASKA RETIREMENT
SYSTEMS COMMITTEE IF A POLITICAL SUBDIVISION'S DEFINED BENEFIT PLAN IS
UNDERFUNDED. FINALLY, THE BILL IS AMENDED WITH LANGUAGE FROM LB487
TO ALLOW THE AUDITOR OF PUBLIC ACCOUNTS TO EXAMINE THE BOOKS,
ACCOUNTS, VOUCHERS, RECORDS, AND EXPENDITURES OF ANY SERVICE
CONTRACTOR OR SUBRECIPIENT OF STATE OR FEDERAL FUNDS. THE
AMENDMENT DEFINES SERVICE CONTRACTOR OR SUBRECIPIENT AS ANY ENTITY
THAT EXPENDS STATE OR FEDERAL FUNDS TO CARRY OUT A STATE OR FEDERAL
PROGRAM OR FUNCTION. IT DOES NOT INCLUDE AN INDIVIDUAL WHO IS A
DIRECT BENEFICIARY OF SUCH A PROGRAM OR FUNCTION OR A LICENSED
HEALTHCARE PROVIDER OR A FACILITY RECEIVING DIRECT PAYMENT FOR
MEDICAL SERVICES PROVIDED FOR A SPECIFIC INDIVIDUAL. | URGE MY
COLLEAGUES TO SUPPORT LB539 WITH THE ATTACHED AMENDMENTS. AND I'D
ALSO LIKE TO THANK THE STATE AUDITOR FOR BRINGING MANY OF THESE
PROPOSALS, SENATOR WATERMEIER FOR THE CORE OF THE BILL, SENATOR
SCHILZ, SENATOR KRIST AND, AGAIN, SENATOR WATERMEIER FOR THE BILLS
THAT ARE BEFORE US TODAY. THANK YOU, MR. PRESIDENT. [LB539 LB503 LB552

SENATOR CRAWFORD: THANK YOU, MR. PRESIDENT. AND GOOD EVENING,
COLLEAGUES. AM653 IS AN AMENDMENT THAT I'M OFFERING ON BEHALF OF THE
URBAN AFFAIRS COMMITTEE, AND | WANT TO THANK SENATOR WATERMEIER
FOR ALLOWING THE COMMITTEE TO USE LB539 AS A VEHICLE TO ADDRESS THIS
ISSUE. AS MANY MEMBERS OF THE LEGISLATURE KNOW, THE TOPIC OF TAX
INCREMENT FINANCING, OR TIF, WAS THE SUBJECT OF THREE BILLS HEARD BY
THE URBAN AFFAIRS COMMITTEE THIS SESSION. TWO OF THESE BILLS CALLED
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FOR GREATER STATE OVERSIGHT OVER TIF, WHICH SEVERAL COMMITTEE
MEMBERS WERE CONCERNED WOULD DILUTE LOCAL CONTROL OVER WHAT
HAS ALWAYS BEEN A LOCAL TOOL. ALTHOUGH THE COMMITTEE WAS NOT
COMFORTABLE WITH THE BROADER CHANGES TO TIF THAT WERE PROPOSED,
THERE WAS A CONSENSUS AMONG COMMITTEE MEMBERS TO ADDRESS ONE
KEY ISSUE: CLARIFYING THAT THE STATE AUDITOR HAS THE AUTHORITY TO
AUDIT TIF PROJECTS. SECTION 84-304 CURRENTLY LISTS THE TYPES OF
POLITICAL SUBDIVISIONS THAT CAN BE AUDITED BY THE STATE AUDITOR.
WHILE MUNICIPALITIES ARE CLEARLY INCLUDED ON THAT LIST, THE USE OF TIF
INVOLVES THE CREATION OF A COMMUNITY REDEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY OR
LIMITED COMMUNITY REDEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY, WHICH IS A SEPARATE
POLITICAL SUBDIVISION FROM THE MUNICIPALITY. AM653 WOULD ADD
COMMUNITY REDEVELOPMENT AUTHORITIES AND LIMITED COMMUNITY
REDEVELOPMENT AUTHORITIES TO THE LIST, ENSURING THAT THE STATE
AUDITOR WOULD HAVE THE AUTHORITY TO AUDIT THESE AUTHORITIES AND,
THUS, AUDIT TIF PROJECTS. IT'S WORTH NOTING THAT IN 2009 FORMER STATE
AUDITOR MIKE FOLEY ATTEMPTED TO AUDIT A NUMBER OF TIF PROJECTS, BUT
THAT WAS UNSUCCESSFUL DUE TO THE UNAVAILABILITY OF RECORDS FOR
SOME PROJECTS. PRIOR TO 2009, THE RECORDS RETENTION SCHEDULES FOR
POLITICAL SUBDIVISIONS ONLY REQUIRED THAT RECORDS BE MAINTAINED FOR
BETWEEN THREE AND FIVE YEARS. SINCE THE LENGTH OF A TIF PROJECT COULD
BE UP TO 15 YEARS, THESE SHORTER RETENTION SCHEDULES PREVENTED THE
AUDITOR'S OFFICE FROM REVIEWING TIF PROJECTS FOR WHICH THE RETENTION
PERIOD HAD ALREADY RUN. THE STATE RECORDS BOARD CHANGED THE
RECORDS RETENTION SCHEDULES IN 2009 TO REQUIRE THAT SUPPORTING
DOCUMENTS RECEIVED OR GENERATED BY A CITY OR VILLAGE THAT PROVIDES
SUPPORT FOR RECEIPTS OR PAYMENTS ASSOCIATED WITH A TIF PROJECT MUST
BE RETAINED FOR AT LEAST THREE YEARS FOLLOWING THE END OF THE TIF
PERIOD. WITH AM653, AUDITING OF TIF PROJECTS WOULD MIRROR THE EXISTING
PROCESS FOR AUDITING OTHER POLITICAL SUBDIVISIONS. AUDITS COULD BE
UNDERTAKEN EITHER AT THE REQUEST OF THE CITY OR IF THE AUDITOR
DETERMINES THAT AN AUDIT IS NECESSARY AND WOULD BE CONDUCTED AT
THE CITY'S EXPENSE. OVER THE INTERIM, THE URBAN AFFAIRS COMMITTEE
WILL BE CONDUCTING AN INTERIM STUDY ON ALL THE ECONOMIC
DEVELOPMENT TOOLS AVAILABLE TO MUNICIPALITIES, INCLUDING TIF, AND
SENATOR DAVIS RECENTLY INTRODUCED AN INTERIM STUDY ON TIF, AS WELL.
WHILE AM653 ADMITTEDLY REPRESENTS A SMALLER CHANGE THAN SOME
WOULD LIKE, IT'S A MEANINGFUL PIECE THAT WILL PROVIDE AN AVENUE FOR
CONCERNED CITIZENS TO CONTACT THE STATE AUDITOR AND REQUEST AUDITS
OF TIF PROJECTS THEY FEEL MAY NOT BE MEETING STATUTORY REQUIREMENTS.
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AGAIN,  WANT TO THANK SENATOR WATERMEIER FOR ALLOWING THE
COMMITTEE TO INTRODUCE THIS AMENDMENT ON LB539, AND | WOULD ASK
FOR YOUR GREEN VOTE TO ADOPT AM653. THANK YOU, MR. PRESIDENT. [LB539]

SENATOR DAVIS: THANK YOU, MR. PRESIDENT, MEMBERS OF THE LEGISLATURE.
LB200 WOULD DIRECT THE FIRST YEAR OF SALES TAX RECEIPTS ON INTERNET
TRANSACTIONS TO THE PROPERTY TAX CREDIT CASH FUND ONCE THE UNITED
STATES CONGRESS ENACTS LEGISLATION PERMITTING STATES TO COLLECT
THESE RECEIPTS. THE PURPOSE OF LB200 IS TO GIVE THE NEBRASKA
DEPARTMENT OF REVENUE STATUTORY DIRECTION TO IMPLEMENT THE TAX
COLLECTION PROCESS AS SOON AS THE OPPORTUNITY IS MADE AVAILABLE. THE
FEDERAL ENABLING LEGISLATION, KNOWN AS THE MARKETPLACE FAIRNESS
ACT OF 2013, PASSED THE U.S. SENATE IN MAY OF 2013 ON A BIPARTISAN VOTE OF
69 TO 27. IT WAS INTRODUCED IN THE HOUSE BUT NEVER CAME UP FOR A VOTE.
A SIMILAR BILL, THE MARKETPLACE FAIRNESS ACT OF 2015, WAS INTRODUCED
ON MARCH 11 OF THIS YEAR. IF PASSED, IT WOULD ALLOW STATES TO START
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COLLECTING THESE TAXES ONCE IT IS SIGNED INTO LAW. NEBRASKA IS
ALREADY A MEMBER OF THE MULTISTATE STREAMLINED SALES AND USE TAX
AGREEMENT, WHICH IS THE MECHANISM THE FEDERAL GOVERNMENT WOULD
USE TO ALLOW THE STATES TO COLLECT THESE TAXES. LB200 WOULD FURTHER
ENSURE THAT NEBRASKA HAS THE STATUTORY AUTHORITY IN PLACE TO TAKE
IMMEDIATE ADVANTAGE OF THE CHANGE IN FEDERAL LAW. | INTRODUCED THIS
BILL LAST YEAR AS LB1057 AND IT WAS ADVANCED FROM THE REVENUE
COMMITTEE ON A 7-0 VOTE WITH 1 MEMBER NOT VOTING. IT SIMPLY RAN OUT
OF TIME TO GET ON THE AGENDA FOR GENERAL FILE DEBATE BEFORE WE
ADJOURNED. THIS YEAR LB200 WAS ADVANCED BY THE REVENUE COMMITTEE
8-0 AND THE SPEAKER HAS DESIGNATED IT AS A SPEAKER PRIORITY BILL, AND I
WANT TO THANK SENATOR HADLEY FOR DOING SO. WHY IS MARKETPLACE
FAIRNESS IMPORTANT TO NEBRASKA AND OUR RETAILERS? SHOPPERS TODAY
ARE ABLE TO QUICKLY AND EASILY DETERMINE THE LOWEST PRICE FOR ANY
PARTICULAR PURCHASE, THANKS TO ADVANCING TECHNOLOGY. YOU CAN EVEN
USE AN APP ON YOUR SMART PHONE TO DO IT FOR YOU. THIS MEANS RETAILERS
SEE CUSTOMERS WALK INTO THEIR STORES, LOOK AT THE GOODS, CONSULT
THEIR PHONES ABOUT WHERE TO ORDER IT AT THE LOWEST PRICE, AND LEAVE
WITHOUT SPENDING A DIME IN THE STORE. IT IS NOT WRONG TO BARGAIN HUNT
AND IT'S GREAT THAT OUR TECHNOLOGY LETS US DO IT EASIER. BUT THE FACT
IS THAT ON-LINE RETAILERS HAVE AN UNFAIR ADVANTAGE OVER OUR BRICK-
AND-MORTAR NEBRASKA STORES BY VIRTUE OF THE FACT THAT THEY ARE
AVOIDING HAVING TO CHARGE THE SAME SALES TAX. ANY MERCHANT WITH A

PAY RENT ON THEIR STOREFRONTS, WHICH CONTRIBUTES TO THE PROPERTY
TAXES THAT SUPPORT OUR SCHOOLS AND LOCAL GOVERNMENT ENTITIES.
BRICK-AND-MORTAR RETAILERS ALSO EMPLOY PEOPLE WHO ARE ABLE TO
CONTRIBUTE TO OUR COMMUNITIES AND OUR ECONOMY WHILE PAYING TAXES
THAT SUPPORT STATE AND LOCAL GOVERNMENT. THIS IS AN OPPORTUNITY TO
SUPPORT BOTH OUR NEBRASKA RETAILERS AND OUR LOCAL TAXING ENTITIES
WITH NO COST TO THE STATE. IT IS JUST GOOD BUSINESS. LB200 MAKES SENSE
FROM A FISCAL PERSPECTIVE AS WELL AS FAIRNESS TO OUR NEBRASKA
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RETAILERS. THE FISCAL OFFICE ESTIMATES THAT IF FEDERAL LEGISLATION
PASSES, THIS WOULD GENERATE ADDITIONAL SALES TAX REVENUE OF $45
(MILLION) TO $50 MILLION ANNUALLY. PUTTING A ONE-YEAR TIME LIMIT ON
THE DESIGNATED USE OF THE MONEY WOULD ALLOW FUTURE LEGISLATURES
TO MAKE POLICY JUDGMENTS ABOUT THE BEST USE OF THE FUNDS ONCE IT
ESTABLISHES HOW MUCH REVENUE THE TAX WILL GENERATE. LB200
DESIGNATES THE FIRST YEAR OF THESE SALES TAX RECEIPTS TO THE PROPERTY
TAX CREDIT FUND. | DON'T HAVE TO TELL ANYONE HERE THAT HIGH PROPERTY
TAXES ARE A MAJOR ISSUE OF CONCERN TO NEBRASKANS AND MANY OF THEM
ARE DESPERATE FOR RELIEF NOW. THIS BILL WOULD GIVE A MUCH NEEDED
SURGE OF PROPERTY TAX RELIEF AT NO COST TO THE STATE AND WOULD SEND
A MESSAGE TO NEBRASKANS THAT THE LEGISLATURE IS PAYING CLOSE

SENATOR KRIST: COMMITTEE AMENDMENTS ARE ADOPTED. SENATOR
SCHUMACHER, YOU'RE RECOGNIZED. [LB200]

SENATOR SCHUMACHER: THANK YOU, MR. PRESIDENT, MEMBERS OF THE BODY.
WHAT THIS BILL IS INTENDED TO DO IS TO SIGNAL TO OUR CONGRESSIONAL

WE'VE INDEXED LAST YEAR FOR INFLATION. THAT SAVES INCOME TAXPAYERS
$10 MILLION A YEAR, UP $10 MILLION A YEAR EVERY YEAR, SO AT THE END OF
TEN YEARS, THAT'S $100 MILLION TOWARD INCOME TAX. WE EXEMPTED SOCIAL
SECURITY INCOME FROM STATE TAXATION. OF THE FEDERAL ADJUSTED GROSS
INCOME IT IS $58,000 OR BELOW FOR MARRIED TAXPAYERS FILING JOINTLY, AND
$43,000 OR BELOW FOR OTHERS. WE ALSO DID OTHER THINGS FOR HOMESTEAD
EXEMPTIONS, A LITTLE FOR MILITARY RETIREES. WE'VE BEEN WORKING A
LITTLE BIT IN EVERY DIRECTION ON TAX RELIEF, RECOGNIZING THAT WE'RE IN
AN ENVIRONMENT WHERE WE'RE PROBABLY GOING TO HAVE INCREASING
BUDGETS DUE TO THE VERY NATURE OF OUR AGING POPULATION AND OUR
POPULATION DUE TO NECESSARY AID TO CHILDREN UNDER FIVE YEARS OLD
