Summary of purpose and/or changes:

LB 482 adopts the Government Neutrality in Contracting Act.

Section 2 states the purposes of the Act, which are:

- To provide for the efficient procurement of goods and services by governmental units.
- To promote economical, nondiscriminatory, and efficient administration and completion of construction projects

funded, assisted, or awarded by a governmental unit.
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Section 3 defines terms for the purposes of the Act.

Section 4 requires that, unless otherwise required by federal law, all Nebraska governmental units ensure that any
requests for proposals, bid specifications for a public contract, or procurement procedures for a public contract are
neutral on the question of collective bargaining relating to construction.

Section 5 prohibits a Nebraska governmental unit from entering into a contract for any construction that is the subject of
public benefit, and is not neutral on the question of collective bargaining.

Section 6 makes any terms of a document of the types enumerated in section 4 that are not neutral on the question of
collective bargaining relating to construction void, and request those terms to be given no effect.

Section 7 makes clear that the requirements of the Act only apply to future contracts.
Section 8 makes clear that nothing in the Act shall prohibit employers or other parties from entering into agreements or

engaging in activities that are protected by federal law. Further, nothing in the Act shall interfere with labor relations of
parties that are protected under federal law.
