Sec. 3.  Telehealth means the use of medical information24

electronically exchanged from one site to another, whether synchronously25

or asynchronously, to aid a credential holder in the diagnosis or26

treatment of a patient. Telehealth includes services originating from a27

patient's home or any other location where such patient is located,28

asynchronous services involving the acquisition and storage of medical29

information at one site that is then forwarded to or retrieved by a30

credential holder at another site for medical evaluation, and31
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telemonitoring.1

Sec. 4.  Telemonitoring means the remote monitoring of a patient's2

vital signs, biometric data, or subjective data by a monitoring device3

which transmits such data electronically to a credential holder for4

analysis and storage.5

be known and may be cited as the Medicine and Surgery Practice Act.9

Sec. 6.  (1) A physician or physician assistant may establish a10

provider-patient relationship through telehealth.11

(2) A licensed physician or licensed physician assistant who is12

providing a telehealth service to a patient may prescribe the patient a13

drug if the licensed physician or licensed physician assistant is14

authorized to prescribe.15

(3) The department may adopt and promulgate rules and regulations16

pursuant to section 38-126 that are consistent with this section.17
