LEGISLATIVE RESOLUTION 174

Introduced by Friesen, 34; Bostelman, 23; Briese, 41; Geist, 25; Hughes, 44.
PURPOSE: The purpose of this interim study is to review the implementation of

the 911 Service System Act. The 911 Service System Act was enacted in 2016 and
directed the Public Service Commission to begin the process of implementation
of the act. Pursuant to the act, the commission delivered a preliminary report
on February 1, 2017, <detailing ©progress on the development of the
implementation plan. The commission will deliver an adopted implementation plan
for the 911 service system no later than December 1, 2017. The adopted
implementation plan may also include proposed legislation necessary to
implement the plan. Following receipt of the adopted plan and prior to
commencement of the 2018 legislative session, the study committee shall conduct
public hearings as necessary regarding the plan and suggested legislative
proposals.

NOwW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MEMBERS OF THE ONE HUNDRED FIFTH
LEGISLATURE OF NEBRASKA, FIRST SESSION:

1. That the Transportation and Telecommunications Committee of the
Legislature shall be designated to conduct an interim study to carry out the
purposes of this resolution.

2. That the committee shall upon the conclusion of its study make a report
of its findings, together with its recommendations, to the Legislative Council

or Legislature.
