WHEREAS, Dee dedicated her life to encouraging children to find their love

of reading; and

WHEREAS, Dee volunteered for Project Pink’d, an organization dedicated to

helping breast cancer survivors in Nebraska and Western Iowa; and

WHEREAS, Dee is survived by her husband Bill and three children, all of

whom are graduates of Ralston Public Schools.
