Section 1. At the general election in November 2018, the following3

proposed amendment to the Constitution of Nebraska shall be submitted to4

the electors of the State of Nebraska for approval or rejection:5

To add a new section 26 to Article XV:6

XV-26 Notwithstanding any provision of this Constitution and subject7

to the limitations of the laws and treaties of the United States, the8

Legislature may delegate complete or partial sovereignty to one area of9

the state not to exceed thirty-six square miles in area and a population10

density of ten persons per square mile for a period not to exceed ninety-11

nine years under such terms and conditions as set by the Legislature at12

the time of the delegation.13

Sec. 2.  The proposed amendment shall be submitted to the electors14

in the manner prescribed by the Constitution of Nebraska, Article XVI,15

section 1, with the following ballot language:16

A constitutional amendment to authorize the Legislature to delegate17

complete or partial sovereignty to one area of the state under such terms18

and conditions as set by the Legislature.19
