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The following constitutes the reasons for this bill and the purposes which are sought to be
accomplished thereby:

LB60 clarifies the burden of proof and persuasion in custody hearings where a sex offender
as defined under 43-2933 resides in the house with the child. The bill also adds a
requirement that those with custody or access rights receive notification that such sex
offender is living with the child or has unsupervised access to the child.
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
