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The following constitutes the reasons for this bill and the purposes which are sought to be
accomplished thereby:

LB688 would put a uniform policy across all Nebraska public school districts in place for the possession and use
of sunblock by students. The bill would allow students to bring and use sunblock to school or any recreation
facility, center, or program operated by a political or governmental subdivision pursuant to authority provided in
Nebraska revised statutes section 13-304.

Additionally, an employee or volunteer would be allowed to help a student or person with a disability put the
sunscreen on, and would have immunity from any negligence assuming they don’t demonstrate gross
negligence, willful misconduct, or intentional wrongdoing.
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
