(23) Thing of value shall mean real property, tangible and13

intangible personal property, contract rights, choses in action,14

services, and any rights of use or enjoyment connected therewith; and15

(24) Voluntary act shall mean an act performed as a result of effort16

or determination, and includes the possession of property if the actor17

was aware of his or her physical possession or control thereof for a18

sufficient period to have been able to terminate it.19
