LEGISLATIVE RESOLUTION 80

 

Introduced by Gragert, 40.

WHEREAS, for Justin's community service project he planned, organized, and

managed the disassembly of a wooden playground structure and assembly of a new

playground structure in the Coleridge Tractor Park; and

WHEREAS, Justin, through his hard work and perseverance, has joined other

high achievers who are Eagle Scouts, including astronauts, leaders of

government and industry, artists, scientists, and athletes.
