Summary of purpose and/or changes:
LB291 will require the Tax Commissioner to create the form used when protesting the valuation of real property.  In addition
to a statement of reason or reasons why the requested change in valuation should be made and a description of the
property, the protest shall also include the requested valuation. 

If the protest does not contain all of the information noted above, the protest shall be dismissed.
