LEGISLATIVE RESOLUTION 230

Introduced by Murman, 38.
PURPOSE: The purpose of this resolution is to study whether an amendment to
the Constitution of Nebraska should be submitted to the electors of the State
of Nebraska for approval or rejection that would limit the application of
property tax levies to support free instruction in the common schools to
residential real property and not on agricultural land, horticultural land, or
commercial property. In order to carry out the purpose of this resolution, the
committee shall consider the input of interested individuals, public officials,
and such entities as the committee deems necessary and beneficial.

NOwW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MEMBERS OF THE ONE HUNDRED SEVENTH
LEGISLATURE OF NEBRASKA, FIRST SESSION:

1. That the Revenue Committee of the Legislature shall be designated to
conduct an interim study to carry out the purposes of this resolution.

2. That the committee shall upon the conclusion of its study make a report
of its findings, together with its recommendations, to the Legislative Council

or Legislature.
