to‌ ‌help‌ ‌avoid‌ ‌friction‌ ‌and‌ ‌animosity‌ ‌is‌ ‌to‌ ‌try‌ ‌to‌ ‌give‌ ‌as‌ ‌much‌ ‌fair‌‌ 
notice‌ ‌as‌ ‌possible‌ ‌to‌ ‌the‌ ‌issues‌ ‌that‌ ‌we're‌ ‌going‌ ‌to‌ ‌debate.‌ ‌I‌ ‌think‌‌ 
that‌ ‌that's‌ ‌especially‌ ‌true‌ ‌for‌ ‌very‌ ‌difficult‌ ‌issues.‌ ‌I‌ ‌want‌‌ 
proponents‌ ‌and‌ ‌opponents‌ ‌to‌ ‌be‌ ‌in‌ ‌the‌ ‌best‌ ‌position‌ ‌they‌ ‌can‌ ‌to‌ ‌make‌‌ 
their‌ ‌arguments‌ ‌on‌ ‌the‌ ‌floor‌ ‌and‌ ‌to‌ ‌try‌ ‌to‌ ‌eliminate‌ ‌surprises‌ ‌as‌ ‌best‌‌
