Number of Families and Persons Applying for
Support

The Disabled Persons and Family Support (DPFS) program reviewed 431 persons for eligibility, with 285
of those persons being determined eligible between July 1, 2023 and June 30, 2024. This is an increase
from the 117 eligible persons in FY2023.

This data reflects the results of the number of people supported by age in FY2024 for the DPFS
program. Eligible/Open case is defined as persons eligible for services under the DPFS program. Denied
Applications are defined as applicants who were denied services due to not meeting eligibility criteria as
outlined by the program. Closed Cases are cases no longer eligible to receive services due to changes in
need, status, renewal application requirements not met, or requests to no longer receive program

services.

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Types of Services Being Applied For

In assessing client needs through the utilization of program-authorized services, personal care needs,
and housekeeping services received priority. Overall, the services applied for through the DPFS program

included the following:

o Architectural Modifications
Disability-Related Counseling
Housekeeping
Medical Mileage
Medical, Surgical, Therapeutic, and Diagnostic Services
Medication Management
Medications and Supplies
Special Equipment
Personal Care
Purchase/Lease of Adaptive Equipment
Transportation
Vehicle Modifications/Equipment Repair

Types of Services Provided

In FY2024, 896 instances of services provided and billed under the program were submitted for personal

care services for a total expenditure of $270,376, or 70% of the total program disbursements to eligible
clients. During FY2024, program-eligible clients acquired authorized services 1,621 times, evidenced by

billing documents submitted to the program which were reviewed and paid.

The table below provides an overview of the program-authorized services clients and/or their authorized

representatives utilized in FY2024. Personal Care Services and Housekeeping were the most frequently

utilized authorized services within the DPFS program.

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Effects of the Support Provided Under the
Program

The DPFS Program provides state-funded assistance to individuals who meet specific income and
disability criteria. The effects of the support available through the DPFS program allow individuals to
remain living within their homes while preserving the family unit and provide the opportunity to seek
employment or continue employment if the client elects.

The data below shows the effects of the support available via the program’s authorized services based
on living arrangements in alignment with Neb. Rev. Stat. 8 68-1502, which prevents out-of-home
placement and allows individuals to remain independently within their home, residing with their families
or living with an unrelated caregiver. The table shows the living arrangements of all DPFS applicants,
regardless of eligibility determination, by age category.
