Summary of purpose and/or changes:
LB 300 amends NRS 77-2704.12 to add to the sales and use tax exemptions available to nonprofit organizations.
Specifically this bill exempts nonprofit organizations that are certified or contracted by a regional behavioral health authority
or the Division of Behavioral Health of the Department of Health and Human Services to provide community-based mental
health or substance use services.
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
