It would then, insert new funding 
source language including acceptance of donations, gifts, bequests, or other monies received from any state or federal agency, or 
private source.  In addition, this bill would modify section 39-606 relating to the Economic Opportunity Program fund usage to include 
infrastructure improvements for cities of the first class, second class, and villages for redevelopment plans which are approved under 
the Community Development law.  This program is administered by the DOT in consultation with the Department of Economic 
Development (DED).

In addition, the proposed bill would allow any donations, gifts, bequests, or 
other money received from any federal or state agency or other source, public or private to be deposited into 
the Transportation Infrastructure Bank.
