(17) For taxable years beginning or deemed to begin on or after2

January 1, 2022, under the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended,3

federal adjusted gross income shall be reduced by the amount received by4

or on behalf of a firefighter for cancer benefits under the Firefighter5

Cancer Benefits Act to the extent included in federal adjusted gross6

income.7

(18) There shall be subtracted from the federal adjusted gross8

income of individuals any amount received by the individual as student9

loan repayment assistance under the Teach in Nebraska Today Act, to the10

extent such amount is included in federal adjusted gross income.11

(19) For taxable years beginning or deemed to begin on or after12

January 1, 2023, under the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended, a13

retired individual who was employed full time as a firefighter or14

certified law enforcement officer for at least twenty years and who is at15

least sixty years of age as of the end of the taxable year may reduce his16

or her federal adjusted gross income by the amount of health insurance17

premiums paid by such individual during the taxable year, to the extent18

such premiums were not already deducted in determining the individual's19

federal adjusted gross income.20

(20) For taxable years beginning or deemed to begin on or after21

January 1, 2024, under the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended, an22

individual may reduce his or her federal adjusted gross income by the23

amounts received as annuities under the Civil Service Retirement System24

which were earned for being employed by the federal government, to the25

extent such amounts are included in federal adjusted gross income.26

(21) For taxable years beginning or deemed to begin on or after27

January 1, 2025, under the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended, an28

individual who is a member of the Nebraska National Guard may exclude one29

hundred percent of the income received from any of the following sources30

to the extent such income is included in the individual's federal31
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adjusted gross income:1

(a) Serving in a 32 U.S.C. duty status such as members attending2

drills, annual training, and military schools and members who are serving3

in a 32 U.S.C. active guard reserve or active duty for operational4

support duty status;5

(b) Employment as a 32 U.S.C. federal dual-status technician with6

the Nebraska National Guard; or7

(c) Serving in a state active duty status.8

(22)(a) For taxable years beginning or deemed to begin on or after9

January 1, 2024, under the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended, an10

individual may reduce his or her federal adjusted gross income by the11

amount of interest and principal balance of medical debt discharged under12

the Medical Debt Relief Act, to the extent included in such individual's13

federal adjusted gross income.14

capital loss that is derived from the sale or exchange of gold or silver3

bullion to the extent such loss is included in federal adjusted gross4

income except that such loss shall not be added if the loss is derived5

from the sale of bullion as a taxable distribution from any retirement6

plan account that holds gold or silver bullion. For the purposes of this7

(26) There shall be subtracted from federal adjusted gross income9

or, for corporations and fiduciaries, federal taxable income for all10

taxable years beginning on or after January 1, 2025, the amount of any11

net capital gain that is derived from the sale or exchange of gold or12

silver bullion to the extent such gain is included in federal adjusted13

gross income except that such gain shall not be subtracted if the gain is14

derived from the sale of bullion as a taxable distribution from any15

retirement plan account that holds gold or silver bullion. For the16

Sec. 3. (1) For taxable years beginning or deemed to begin on or20

after January 1, 2025, under the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as21

amended, an employer that pays relocation expenses for a qualifying22

employee shall be eligible to receive a credit that may be used to offset23

any income taxes due under the Nebraska Revenue Act of 1967, any premium24

and related retaliatory taxes due under section 44-150, 77-908, or25

81-523, or any franchise taxes due under sections 77-3801 to 77-3807.26

(2) The credit provided in this section shall be a refundable credit27

in an amount equal to fifty percent of the relocation expenses that were28

paid by the employer for a qualifying employee during the taxable year,29

not to exceed a maximum credit of five thousand dollars per qualifying30

employee.31
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(3) No credit shall be granted under this section unless the1

qualifying employee will receive an annual salary of at least seventy2

thousand dollars per year and not more than two hundred fifty thousand3

dollars per year.4

(4) Any credit claimed by an employer under this section shall be5

recaptured by the department if the qualifying employee moves out of the6

state within two years after the credit is claimed. Any amount required7

to be recaptured shall be deemed an underpayment of tax and shall be due8

and payable on the tax return that is due immediately following the loss9

of residency.10

(1) For taxable years beginning or deemed to begin on or11

after January 1, 2025, under the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as12

amended, a qualifying employee shall be eligible to make a one-time13

election within two calendar years of becoming a Nebraska resident to14

exclude all Nebraska-sourced wage income earned and received from an15

employer, to the extent included in federal adjusted gross income, if (a)16
