WHEREAS, under the guidance of directors Brad Hoesing and Sheila Hoesing,
the Wausa High School one-act team earned a first place finish with a score of
one hundred seventy-nine points for their production of Wonderland 2.0; and

WHEREAS, this is the twelfth such championship title for the Wausa High
School one-act team and the first championship win since 2017 as a stand-alone
team. Wausa High School also holds two championship titles and one runner-up
title with Osmond High School as the Wausmond one-act team; and

WHEREAS, Holly Johnson won the award for Outstanding Female Performer with
her performance as White Rabbit; and

WHEREAS, such a team achievement is made possible through the support of
teachers, administrators, parents, and the community; and

WHEREAS, the Legislature recognizes the academic, athletic, and artistic
achievements of the youth of our state.
