WHEREAS, the Department of Correctional Services promotes connection and

engagement with community members and associated stakeholders; and

WHEREAS, the new prison facility has yet to be named; and

WHEREAS, Arbor Day is an important holiday to the history of the state and

represents growth and new beginnings which aligns with the goals of the

Department of Correctional Services in building the new prison facility; and

WHEREAS, naming the new prison facility after such an important holiday

will promote the mission of the Department of Correctional Services and

represent the anticipated outcomes for incarcerated individuals.

9440 North 70th Street, Lincoln, Nebraska, as the Arbor Correctional Center.
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
